Coupled
with its happy beat is the kind of pre-
cision and clarity that only good mu-
sicians can provide. All these clements
are woven together in a book of arrange-
ments—mostly the wark of Charles Al
bertine—that are modern, light and full-
voiced.

Billy Butterfield has been playing
trumpet almost since he can remember,
He's played with big bands like Bob
Crosby, Benny Goodman, Artie Shaw,
and had his own big band from 46 to

dates in and around the New York arca
in "51. During this year he married Dot-
tic Smith who does a wonderful job on
the vocals in this RCA Victer LP en-
titled “They're Playing Our Song.”

The selections are well-known stand-
ards chosen to evoke nostalgia, but each
has a fresh arrangement Featuring Billy's
trumpet. He's assisted by a collection af
top-flight musicians that includes three
other trumpets: Bernie Glow, Tony
Faso. and Jimmy Nottingham.
