‘“The Federal Investigators,” true stories of
the many branches of the United States crime-
fighting facilities, has been acquired by War-
ner Bros. Studios, it was announced by Jack
L. Warner.

The recently published book was writt
by Miriam Ottenberg, Pulitzer F:iu-winyzlg
reporter for the Washington Star.

Stories contained in “The Federal Investi-
gators'" are derived from the files of the State
Department'’s ‘Office of Security, the Army
Criminal Investigation Division, Office of
Naval Intelligence, Federal Bureau of Nar-
cotics, Food and Drug Administration, Secret
Service, Customs and Immigration Services,
and other Federal agencies.

In a foreword to the book, Attorney Gen-
eral Robert F. Kennedy points out that “the
Federa} investigator rarely is credited in the
newspaper stories about the arrest of a stock
swindler or the scizure of rotten food. Some-
times even his agency is not identified. The
importance of the Federal investigator to the
health and safety of our country—in fields
ranging from espionage to orange juice—is
not widely enough recognized.”
