Hope has often offered his services 1o the
American G.L's. They have a great affection for
him, and vice versa. The day Secretary of War
Henry Stimson drew the first draft number
from a hat in World War II, Bob was playing
a benefic for soldiers in San Francisco, Since
that time, he has traveled morc than a million
miles, enterraining more than 10 million troops
in every corner of the globe, He also has ap:
peared at almost every military base in the
United States, and is on his second time around
for mahy of them.

He has received more than 300 awards and
ciratio his humanitarian_and professional
efforrs, including the Congressional Gold Medal

from the late President Kennedy; the Medal of
Merit, presented on behalf of our government
by the then General Eisenhower; the Peabody
Award; a special Oscar from the Academy of
Motion Pictures Arts & Sciences; a specinl Em-
my from the TV industry; Philadelphis's Poor
Richard Award; inoumerable plaques for War
Bond service from the Treasury Dept.; the USO
award; top civilian honors from the Army,
Navy, and Air Force; and the Murray-Green-
AFL.CIO award, He’s also received highest
honors from the International Radio & Tele-
vision the Mariooal Association of
Broadcasters, and the NBC Affiliates.
