; top of his head is covered with belts of hard

bony plates which look very much like the chain

mail worn by medieval knights. He is about

three feet long from the tip of his long tail to

his pointed snout. He eats insects, earthworms,
small lizards and other tiny animals.

When the armadillo is attacked by some hun-
gry animal, he curls up into a ball and stays that
way until danger is past. Even big animals such
as the coyote seldom succeed in forcing him to
open his shell. Since the armadillo has a very
good sense of hearing, he waits until there is
# absolute silence before he opens his shell again.
Some people say that he can hear a waiting
animal’s breathing and doesn’t “come to life”
until it can no longer be heard.

It’s easy for a man to catch an armadillo be-
cause he doesn’t try to run away. For this rea-
son, the little animal has helped many men es-
cape starvation when they were lost in the
desert without a gun. Many Indian tribes claim
that the armadillo is a really tasty dish but most
people won’t eat him unless they have nothing
else to eat.

The armadillo’s tracks are easy to recognize.
Since he never runs, his hind feet never over-
reach his front feet so that you will always find
the small front feet prints ahead of the larger
hind prints. Foxes and rabbits usually make
tracks with the rear feet in front when running.
