It Happened

Hannibal’s violent battles with the Romans,
his prodigious crossing of the Alps with ele-
phant-borne troops and his ill-starred love
for the niece of his principal Roman enemy
are told in splendid detail in the motion pic-
ture “Hannibal,”’ starring Victor Mature, soon
to be released by Warner Bros.

Filmed in Italy and Yugoslavia in Color and
SuperCinescope, “Hannibal” presents Victor
Mature in the title role of the mighty Cartha-
ginian general, with Gabriele Ferzetti as the
Roman consul, and Rita Gam as Hannibal’s
love.

Four thousand men, 1500 horsemen and
a horde of elephants participate in the re-
creation of the battle of Cannae, which took

aglia staged the battle in Yugoslavia.

Other scenes were filmed at Cinecitta
Studios and outside Rome at Cerveteri. Four-
teen of the elephants used in the battle scenes
weighed three tons each.

"“Hannibal” offers a tailor-made role for
Mature, the muscular actor who was seen ef-
fectively in previous historic roles in such

films as *“Samson and Delilah,” “Demetrius -

and the Gladiators,”” “The Robe,” “The
Egyptian” and ‘““Androcles and the Lion.”

Pat Close, 11-year-old Hollywood gram-
mar school student, is making his film debut
portraying Elliot Roosevelt as a boy in “Sun-
rise at Campobello,” Dore Schary’s produc-
tion of his New York stage hit for Warner
Bros. The youngster was spotted when he
was playing in a Little Theatre production of
“Auntie Mame.”’ Ralph Bellamy, Greer Gar-
son and Hume Cronyn star in “Sunrise at
Campobello.”
