had convinced the jury trying him that it
was impossible for him to have perpetrated
the forgery because of his handicap. But the
trial ended against him when the shrewd prose-
cutor described how he had forged the names
of others on checks. He introduced, as his star
witness, one of the members of his own legal
staff.

This lawyer had posed as an attorney who
was interested in the accused man's plight.
Convincing his alleged client that he could
collect a lot of money if—when acquitted—
he sued for false arrest, he soon gained the
culprit’s confidence. During their discussions,
the forger boasted how he had cannily con-
trived to duplicate a man'’s signature by placing
a pen between his teeth and writing in that
manner,

E-MEN TO RESCUE

One of the most exciting branches in police
activity is New York City's Police Emergency
Service Division, a rescue unit made up of
502 men. =

Each member of the Division is an expert
swimmer, can drive a truck, and has proved
his ability in at least one branch of mechanics.

The training of new members is undertaken

by veterans of the force. A half-hour each
day is devoted to learning oxygen treatments,
since lifesaving, and particularly resuscitation,
1s one of the most frequent duties of the service.
Last year, during its 15,000 calls, more than
3,000 cases required oxygen therapy.

Complete equipment for all cases is carried
in what is familiarly known as a “‘covered
wagon.” There are eight of these new, glass-
enclosed trucks. The older vehicles carry the
same apparatus, but are open trucks. Each
truck carries about 200 items. Among these are
a 175-pound pressure cylinder, used to help
acetylene torches cut through thick metal. The
smallest, but not the least in importance, is a
small cork, weighing almost nothing, used to
plug refrigerator leaks. Four thousand of these
were used in emergencies last year!

Then, there's an enormous net, such as those
used in the circus. This type of net was espe-
cially designed for use by the Emergency Serv-
ice, and has been of inestimable value in rescue
operations of attempted suicides, or people
lruppcd by fire.

Each squad consists of a sergeant and six
men, at least. Two of these must have expert
knowledge of heavy machinery. The others, of
course, in order to qualify, must be electricians,
plumbers, carpenters, linemen, steamfitters, of
riggers. In addition to being an expert me-
chanic, every man is a certified graduate m
first-aid.

Besides the large operations with the trucks

_ and big equipment, _something gew, bag beca,



added. Forty radio patrol cars now supplement
the regular police prowl cars. These cruise all
districts and in addition to other duties, they
are charged with curbing mugging and van-
dalism.

The Emergency Service started in a small
way in 1925. Then, it consisted of three trucks
and had no separate status until 1930 when
its importance was recognized. For almost a
quarter of a century, the Service has handled
some extraordinary emergency calls.

Thousands of missions have been successful-
ly accomplished, but a couple of these remain
as outstanding in the memories of the men
who worked on them. One call involved a
sailor who had gotten his hand wedged between
a steel block on the side of a ship and a life-
boat that fell from its davit. Taking turns on
a swinging ladder, emergency squad men final-
ly rescued the seaman, who came out of it
with only superficial injuries.

The other incident was one of the Services
most baffling cases. This concerned an elusive
monkey, who escaped from his cage and dash-
ed around the top of the old Hippodrome for
seven hours while men below tried everything
to Jure him down. Finally, the monkey tired of
his fun, and was trapped on a pipe by one of
the more venturesome of the squad!

PAYROLL SATCHEL SNATCH

Things are getting tougher and tougher for
the payroll robber. One of the most ‘ingenious
schemes to thwart crooks 1s the payroll satchel,
which automatically shoets off a stream of
blinding tear gas the moment a valise is taken
from the messenger’s hand.

When the messenger is carrying a bag
through the streets, a ring attached to a chain
is firmly grasped in his finger or fastened to his

wrist. This is attached to a firing pin whose
withdrawal operates the tear gas trigger.
Should a bandit approach and at the point
of a gun demand the bag, the messenger makes
no resistance. He simply drops the bag or al-
lows the thug to snatch it. Instantly, a cloud of
tear gas spurts from a nozzle at the side of
the bag, and continues to fill the air for three
to four minutes. Anyone within a hundred feet
is temporarily blinded with tears, and police
can easily capture t

THE BIGGEST ROBBERY

The greatest amount of money ever stolen
in a single job was the $1,900,000 taken by
a gang in a carefully planned crime. A rich
miser named Rufus L. Lord was the victim.

Under the pretense of arranging a loan, but
actually to case the office, Jake Rand, leader
of the gang, visited Lord's place of business
several times. One foggy March morning in
1866, Rand and several of his gang walked
mto Lord’s office, and, as Rand distracted the
greedy financier with talk of 20 per cent on a
loan, his gang slipped into the office and a few
moments later slipped out again with the
$1,900,000 in cash and negotiable securities.

The gang hid low for a couple of weeks,
but then when they started to put the money
and securities into circulation, they were nab-
bed. Police subsequently recovered most of
the loot.
