HOTEL HOOSEGOW

The new city jaill recently opened in
Reno, Nevada, is perhaps the most com-
fortable in the country. Three stories high,
with a marble-like finish, and glass doors,
it has all the appearances of a modern mu-
seum, It is also air-conditioned, and there-
fore no bars cross its windows. In fact,
because of this temperature control, there
are no windows,

Another unique feature 3 its “pent-
house,” as the roof is referred to by the
inmates. This is used for recreation, and the
excellent view from this summit is one that
is denied residents of the city. One thing
that mars the panorama is a slight tech-
nicality insisted upon by the warden. The
roof is encircled by barbed wire.

Reno residents are very proud of the
fact that their jail was Reno-vated, to coin
a phrase, and point to it with pardonable
pride. For what other prison can boast of
such comforis? In fact, on the day of the
establishment’s copening for business, an
advertisement was published in the daily
newspapers, contributed by “The Skid Row
Boys,” who publicly acknowledged their
gratitude to the city.

What to call this streamlined citadel of
correction was a knotty problem faced by
many. Mayor Harry E. Stewart, under whose
adwministration the building was erected,
insisted at the dedication ceremonies that
it be enhanced with a better label than mere
City Jail. Imaginative citizens went to work

at once and emerged with all sorts of odd
names. Even the Sierra Pacific Power Com-
pany referred to it in its publicity book.
lets as “The Modern Reno City Jail.”

But all these have come to naught. It
still is identified merely as the City Jail,
and, in spite of its deluxe accommoda-
tions, a glum institnte of incarceration for
lawbreakers.

DOGS IN UNIFORM

In Austria, the canine corps comprises
an important element in the police depart-
ment. Recently, when a number of them
had been destroyed or caught and used as
house pets by villagers who assumed that
they were unattached, the Federal Police
Department took corrective measures.

The police dogs were instructed 10 wear
uniforms for identification. Hereafter, citi-
zéns were warned, they must not molest
and must respect canines sporting yellow
capes. They were deputies of the Police
Department!

STRANGE THEFTS

Insurance company executives who met
not long ago for a national conference fell
to discussing some of their oddest cases.
When the discussion ended, all agreed on
a tie between two of the rarest robberies.

In Gooding, Idaho, one night, a man
stole a complete 20-ton bridze. In Los
Angeles, a thief saatched a §3,000 diamond



ring from the finger of a woman driver as
she put out her hand to signal a turn.

PICKPOCKET PATTER

These days, everyone appreciates the
value of a dollar, and thereby tries to
make a few more—especially the pick-
pocket. Reports of pickpocket crimes are
on the increase, and police of all commu.
nities are making a determined drive to
alert the public to their danger.

Ordinarily, the “cannons,” as police have
dubbed them, work singly, either resort-
ing to swift movements of their hands or
a newspaper to shield their manipulations.
These are called “stiffs.” On the streets,
in elevators, in stores, in fact, wherever
crowds congregate, you must be on the de-
fense. “Cannons” and “wires” are at work.

The sign that reads—“Look out for pick-
pockets!”—has a useful function, but some
police doubt whom it benefits. For people,
as a rule, feel their wallets to insure their
safety. And thus pinpoint the targets for
lurking “cannons.”

Another classification of specialists are
the “moll buzzers.” Their victinis are worh-
en, exclusively. Police put them into one
of two categories. They are “hanger bing.
ers,” robbing or “binging” a purse which
hangs from the shoulder, or they are “patch
workers,” a name derived from the side
pocket in a woman'’s jacket.

Not the least of these money menaces
are the “pit workers.” They operate in
teams of five and six, at sports events,
busses and subways and railroad stations.

Yet, whether they work singly, in pairs,
or in groups, sooner or later, they are nab-
bed by vigilant police. Until that time,
however, here are some preventive meas-
ures you can take:

1) At all times, be wary of the threat
of pickpockets. A knowledze of their tech-
nigues will help you be on guard. If you
are victimized, notify the police at once.
You might get your money back. If not,
you will, at least, be protecting others,

2) Women should not allow their bags
to dangle. In crowds, they should hold their
purses with hands over the clasp.

3) Only carry what money you need.
Carrying excessive cash is a needless risk
—and never, at any time, flash it. This is
an invitation to disaster.

4) If jostled by a stranger, move in-
stantly. He may be a “cannen”—"fanning”
you—trying to learn the location of your
wallet.
