PRIVATE EYES IN AISLES
Things are getting tougher for shop-
lifters every day. Bamberger's Department
Store in Newark, N. J., has put a closed
circuit television hookup into operation
_ to put the finger on the light-fingered.

Four cameras completely scan the vast
area of 75,000 square feet. Installed in
partly concealed positions, they constantly
project pictures to the store's- security, or
detective, office. No sooner does the of-
ficer in charge recognize a suspectin a
closeup, which he achieves by merely
pressing a button, than he telephones one
of the store detectives to speed to the area
and keep the suspect under surveillance.
The moment the shoplifter emerges from
the store with stolen merchandise, he is
arrested.

To cut down the amount of time it takes
the TV screen’s monitor to telephone, a

unique device is about to be introduced.

This is the pocket radio, which each rov-
ing store sleuth will carry, enabling him
to get his orders sooner. In no more than
three seconds, he will be en route to the
trouble spot.

Additional cameras, no larger than a

cigar box, also are being installed in secret
places about the store. These are being
focused on counters that display wares
that are the favorites of shoplifters,

The fact that they lose an estimated
$100,000,000 annually to shoplifters has

been a matter of grave concern to the na-

_tion's department stores. Alexander’s De-

partment Store in the Bronx, N. Y., is
combating the crooks by concealing four-
teen cameras on its main floor alone. And
many major stores throughout the East
have ordered similar set-ups in an all-out
campaign to rout the menace. Optimistic-
ally, they envision the same success en-
joyed by many warehouses, which put
an end to pilferage by the simple exped-
ient of television.

MISSING BELL

One of the more spectacular exhibits
at the Ckicago World'’s Fair of 1893 was
a replica of the famous Liberty Bell, dis-
played in Philadelphia. Since it was loaded
with 250,000 pennies contributed by child-
ren throughout the nation, promoters
planned to take it on a tour of the country.

When the Fair closed, the bell suddenly
disappeared. The search was pressed for




many years, but, to this day, the bell has
not been recovered.

And one of the most incredulous facts
that mystified the hunters was how a bell
that large could be stolen and continue
to elude them. For it was made of iron,
stood six feet higly, and weighed 13,000

pounds!
