THEY SELL CELLS

When the president of a Cleveland com-
pany is informed that all his salesmen are in
jail, he beams happily. For Lawrence C.
Jones is head of the Van Dorn Iron Works,
which builds prisons, and the news that his

staff is in jail means that they are hard.at

work, selling jails, to wardens and prison
boards, from miniature working models. The
company has been in business since 1880,
when its founder, James H. Van Dorn, con-
structed the first pokey in Milwaukee.

Although a jail’s simple function is to im-
prison its inmates, it is, actually, a carefully

planned and superbly constructed edifice. To -

jail engineers, as builders prefer to call them-
selves, security is of paramount importance.
Not only do steel bars and reinforced 'concrete
compose the main bulwark against a break for
freedom, but engineers are forever devising
new and ingenious methods to thwart escape.

Cell door locks get special attention. Years ’

ago, all that was needed to pick a lock were
a penknife or a nail file. But today’s lock is
pick-proof. Not only does it slam shut in three
places, but its housing cannot be penetrated
for probing with a sliver of metal. In addition,
all locks are handled by an unseen guard,
some distance off, who operates them mechan-
ically from an electronic remote-control board.

Ceilings and walls also are sturdy and
formidable barriers. They are reinforced with

layers of hard steel, more than 6ne ton of

which is used for each cell.

Cells are prefabricated at the company’s

plant. Before they are shipped, piecemeal, to
a prison, skilled workers assemble them for
checking, then dismantle them for crating.
Remote control panels, which operate the
locks, also undergo close scrutiny before they
are packed off to prison.
