Possessing a genius for
causing chaos in other peo-
ples’ lives and something
less than a sensation as a business man,
Beanblossom is still “My Hero” to
Julie, his titian-tressed worshipper. As
secretary to the boss, Willis Thackery
(owner of the Thackery Realty Com-
pany ), Julie has no easy time protecting
her hero and his job.

Robert Cummings for many years
has been known as one of the most
versatile young actogs in Hollywood. He
has played heavy drama and sophisticat-

ed comedy, callow youth, young men
in their thirties, and rather young men
in their early forties.

From the time he played his first
movie role (as the young southern sol-
dier in “So Red The Rose”) through
the time he played the tragic figure in
“Kings Row” and up to the present, he
has been in constant demand by the
casting offices.

: Despite all his opportu-
nities, however, Cummings
has recently felt that the
time has come to concens
trate on a single character
and one role. Over a period
of time he has developed
the Robert S. Beanblossom
character — not a Harold
Lloyd, not a Charles Ray,
nor a Walter Mi ut a
personality with some ele-
ments of all of them.

Cummings first discussed his idea
with Don Sharpe, producer of the great
“I Love Lucy” show a year ago, and
both agreed Beanblossom was a great
character for TV. Then he met Producer
Mort Greene and discovered he was a
very capable young producer who has
an unusually creative flair.

Julie Bishop, the secretary in love

with Beanblossom, was born in Denver,
Colorado, and when she was five, her



family moved to California. As a child,
she acted with Theodore Kasloff who
also taught her dancing. After graduat.
ing from the Westlake School for Girls,
Julie was spotted by producer-agent
Charles Feldman while she was per-
forming at the Pasadena Community
Playhouse. Columbia signed her and
she subsequently appeared in several
pictures with Rita Hayworth.

John Litel is also entering television
on a regular basis with his portrayal of
Willis Thackery. Hale and hearty,
though pushing 60, Litel is the white-
haired, stern, executive type. He spent
his early years on the stage as a leading
man, 80 that when he reached Holly-
wood he was ready for the more mature
type of roles.

“My Hero” is produced like a motion
picture, filmed scene by scene. Although
there is preliminary rehearsal before
the cameras start to grind, each com-
plete week’s show js not fully rehearsed
and ready for the cameras when shoot-
ing starts: each separate sequence is first
rehearsed and then shot. Only one cam-
era is used, which means each take is

shot by the same camera as often as.

there are different camera angles. If
part of the sequence shows a choice of
close-ups, medium shots, or long shots,
they are all taken by the same camera.
Consequently, when the show is put to-
gether and edited in its final form, the
editor has a choice which will result in
perfection.

It’s a good guess that “My Hero” is
due for a long run on television. Both
the show and Dunhill cigarettes are
¢omparative infants—but they’ll be
big-time faster than you can blow a puff
of smoke. |
