Doubling for Bobbies

Two policemen, strolling through Pic-
cadilly Circus, noticed the proprietor of a
tobacco-shop being held up. - Springing
into the store, they collared the thief and,
several minutes later, had him locked up
in the local constabulary.

That night, the two officers took on new
identities. One of them donned his watch-
man's uniform for his job at a warehouse.
The other put on a mohair jacket, and an
eyeshade, and occupied his usual place be-
hind the reception desk at an hotel, bor-
dering the Thamegs

What kind of

icemen were they?
They belonged to lunteer corps called
Special Constaby unique, seldom-pub-
licized but effectiy'e organization, which
lists 75,000 mer,g}ers in Wales, Scotland,
and England. Ui“formed like regular Brit-
ish bobbies, except for flat caps instead of
the high-crown helmets, they carried no
weapons, savé a short club, as they pa-
trolled their beats in police launches, radio-
equipped prowl cars, or on city streets.
Unpaid, they had the power of regular
constables.

. Among the Special Constables are a re-
tired admiral, a former general, chairman
of the board, a s&oe clerk, a janitor, a
president of a textile company. In London,
= well-known shortage of 4,000 bobbies
might have encouraged crime if it weren't
for the “Specials,” as they are called.

Commendations from Scotland Yard
are frequent. Specials have received offi-
cial congratulations-for-a-job-well-done for
rescuing stranded families during heavy
floods; for saving crews of stricken ves-
sels; for catching elusive arsonists, bur-
glars, and pickpockets; for breaking up
and arresting a notorious ring of auto
thieves.

Other than commendations and a deep-
seated satisfaction in helping to maintain
law and order, Specials get few rewards.
They are given a small, inconsequential
sum to cover traveling expenses to and
from their beats, a gas and oil allowance
for their vehicles if-they're assigned to a
motorized beat. Their uniforms are pro-
vided free. 3

Because of heroic service rendered dur-
irig the war, they were honored by London
in 1946 by being elevated to the rank of
“Freemen of the City,” a title bestowed
on Gen. Eisenhower.

: \

The Specials had their origin in 1914,
when British bobbies enlisted in the first
World War, and overage men replaced
them. Today, any citizen over 18 can en-
list if he promises to accept duty at least
eight hours a month on any beat of his
own choosing. Women were admitted to
the ranks fof the first time in London last
year, although they have serv elsewhere
in Wales and Scotland for almost a dozen
years.



How do police authorities regard the
Special Constables system? Says Bruce
Smith, perhaps the world’s leading expert
on police problems: gg;

*“It is one of the finest and most pra;:-
tical ideas I've heard of in my 38 years
of police study.”

Poor Eyewitness-Sight

Just because a person is an eyewitness
to a crime doesn't guarantee the accuracy
of his observation. Erle Stanley Gardner,
the famous lawyer and mystery novelist,
was guest-lecturing a class in legal evi-
dence at the University of California of
Los Angeles, when an irate man burst into
the room, and attacked him with his fists,
shouting, “You were responsible for my
brother’s arresti’

It wasn’t until the instructor and a pair
of students overcame the intruder and
escorted him from the classroom that
Gardner regained his composure and the
class came to order. Gardner then admit-
ted that the stranger’s scene had been pre-
arranged to dramatize the variance of eye-
witness accounts, then asked each student
to. describe the actor’s appearance.

Of the 23 students. few agreed. Height,
weight, complexion; hair coloring, clothes,
facial appearance and characteristic marks,
all were answered differently for the most

part. ‘

And while the actor wore one brown
shoe, and one black, with a raised heel
that gave him a decided limp, not a single
student noted that fact or the differefice
in shoe colors. o

Sympathetic Judge

Not long ago, in Ohio, when a trial ran
beyond the expected length of time, the
jury complained to the judge that his rule
_forbidding them to read the daily news-
papers was putting them far behind the
developments of their favorite comic strip
characters. The sympathetic jurist, a
Superman fan himself, took the matter un-

der advisement. Later that day, during a
recess, a bailiff distributed the comic
strips, cut out of the newspapers, to the
jury members.

Lloyd’s of London enjoys a reputation
for insuring anything, and some of its
executives still cherish its strategy in the
case of a sharpie, who succeeded in having
one of his cigars insured for $500.

Shortly after he had taken out the pol-
icy on the stogie, the man took up a place
outside the office, struck a match, calmly
lit it, and puffed on it quickly. Then, he
had the nerve to re-enter the office, submit
the butt and request payment of $500.
