It's only natural that Detroit, the home of
American automobile manufacture, also be
the birthplace of bulletproof cars. The unique
firm that turns them out te order is the Wol-
verine Manufacturing  Company, whose
owners stand confidently behind their prod-
ucts, knowing full well that bombs and bullets
are futile against them.

The extent of protective equipment applied
to the car depends on the desire of the cus-
tomer. A complete armoring job calls for
steel plates to be fitted=into the bottom, top,
and sides of the car. Steel mesh is put behind
the radiator grille, and steel discs fitted over
the wheels to safeguard the brakes. Thick
armor is fitted over the gas tank. Self-sealing
tubes go into the tires, and the windshield
is made of glass sturdy enough to resist
machinegun bullets.
