NOTES' ON SPEED CONTROL by Ray ®tanich...accurate speed: control
of tape recorgers is avpurently seldom adhered to by most collectors.
Iive been taping for 10 years and, only recently have I given it much
thought. Necessity was the mother:.of investigation. One of my record-
ey suddenly ‘developed a bad speed .problem. uost speed problébs%dgvelae
s1owly so every collector should. periodically (at leust twice' & yeaw)
check the speeds of all their machines at all speeds...Fortunately
there exists reasonably priced tools to do this ‘testing easily. ROB-
PNS sells a British recl-to-reel "Test Strobe' #R 39295 which retails
“or about $2.50. Until 1975 Lafayette Radio .also sold it. It is a
hard-held device calibrated for. 50 Hertz on one gide and 60 Hertz on

the other. For phonographs Robbins selle a.metal plate Strobe Disc

snepol which sells for about-$2.00.

In addition one needs a 60 Hertz strobe lamp to check both units.

The easiest method ig to either use a flourescent lamp or a neon
lamp. If a neon is chosen, useé ane with enough brightness, such as
4 IE 45 or a NE 48 lamp. One has a built-in resistor, while the ether
requires an external resistor. I built one with a NE 48 lamp, a cable
goccet, 30K resistor and an AC line cord...The object is to see if
the bars om the strobe units stand stationary. If they move in one
direction, the recorder is fast, If.they move in the ooposite directioh
the speed is slow...Unless one gends his machines into the repair
snop for all problems, the follewing actions can be done by anyone

Most recorders use either rubber idler (intermediate) wheels or
rubber belt pulleys to drive the capstan flywheel. A few drive the
flywheel directly. Rubber wears. This wear usually causes & recorder
to be slow. Sometimes the motor hub, which drive the idler of pulley,
is made of brass and it too wears. Sometimed this hub and idlerfoul-
lcy both wear evenly and the speed remaind fairly constant. Even
steel hubs can wear. If you use the recorder on one speed, the hub
will not wear on the other unused speeds. Frequently the speed prob-
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1em is not the hub or idler, but the reels take-up assembly ‘binding
due to lack of lubrication or worn . cotton felt pads. This can show up
as wow & flutter “in the- sound ysually &% random intervals.
