GUIDE FOR COLLECTORS PART 3

MAILING WANTS: Keeping track of wants you send out is another
tedlous job, but record keeping 1s essential if you don't want to
duplicate orders. I Jot down programg ordered in another notebook
alphabetically by first letter with initials of person I'm ordering
1t from. I check it in the person's cataleg. For programs with many
titles (SUSPENSE, JACK BENNY, etc.) that I will order a lot of I
note them on large wheets of paper with much epace allotted for each
program. Even so I still duplicate programs once in a while, espec-
lally if title or description ig different in the cataeiog. When

; sending wants it's good to put numober, title, and reel number if it
? 1s listed. The time of the show ie also helpful,

RECEIVING THE TAPE: Cross off programs on your list and in cat-
alog of person from whom you are receiving the tape. I add information
to the card ir necegsary at that point so I don't have to refer to
the 1ist again when I make my supplements.

MAILING TAPE: My first mallings were pretty insecure as I found
out. Tape boxes can be used over and over again and I'm su@e you all
accumulate a supply. I attach each tape end to the reel so when you
recelve 1t the tape isn't all over the box. Scotch tape the box so it
doen't open and put your name on the ou%tside of the box so if the con-
tainer breaks there ig still some record as to where to send it.

Make sure stamps, mailing address, return addressm 4th-class marking
1s on the mailing package. Buylng a stamp with your name and address
can save a lot of time. I keep another notebook with the names of

all my trading friends in alphabetical order by first letter only,
address, and a record of alil wants and Vapes received and sent and the
dates. This helps in case a tape gets lost and you have to tell the
postman in tracing it when you senv 1t. Make sure you use strong
packaglng tape to secore package.

MAKING A CATALOG: Partly because of the variety of catalogs
being circulated and partly because of the requests cf some of my
readers, what follows is my idea of wha* chould be included in a cat-
2log and how. This should be of g¢peclal Interest to new collectors
but many experienced collectors mightT gain some new information.

1. Use 8% by 11 paper. If printed on emaller paper try to have
i1t open to '& by 11 so 1t can fi% inte a locseleaf notebook.

2. Listing the programs in alphabetical order is easier for the
reader to find what he wants. 3ome traders prefer trading by the
reel and list that way. When receiving programs write them down in
a notebook alphabetically by first letter with essential information.
When making a list or supplement you can use this alphabetical ref-
erence list and therefore keep you catalog in alphabetical ofder. % g
you 1list by reel and indicate tracks use the following: 1-1, 2-4,
1-3, 2-2, This is read side l--track 1, side 2-frack 4, side l-track 3
side 2-track 2. Some suggest, 1f listing by reel, putting down the
gender of the reel so quality can be further Judged 1if source is known.

3. If you know some bregrams are from disc or very few genera-—
tions, list them separately or indicate them in sonme way (by an as-
terick is a good way). Have an introductory sheet explaining how to
order, mechanics of trading, how to read unusual agpects of you cat-
alog, ratings, tape you use, etc.
