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RECCLLECTICONS AT 10 YEAR3: 1980 starts my 1llth year collecting
0ld radio programs, I'd 1like to share 10 years of thoughts with you.
First, who am I? I am 45, divorced, have 3 children: Jeff, 19; Robin,
16; and Craig, 15. I teach plano end play professionally in bands...
Now the hobby..In early January, 1970, I acquired about 100 radio
programs on 4 2400!' reels. Armed with these shows, a primative cat-
alcg, cne primative and one new tape recorder and 1little knowledge
of trading, I invaded the world of experimnced collectors. My first
trading frlends were very patient and very helpful in making sugges-
tiong to improve my dubbing. I soon replaced my old recorder with a
gecond new one. Since then I have replaced both of them, still using
Just two recorders. I got to know Jack Miller, Mel Shlank, James O!
Neal, Dave Davies and Geogge Blacker, all lncal traders, from whom
I acquired many discs of shows that were uncirculated at that time.

I also met and traded with Ed Corcoran, Don Brush and Ernie Hack, all
state residents then...Because of these early contacts I had many pro-
grams people wanted. I tried to be prompt in answering leters, re-
questling programs and fllling requests. I constantly put out supple-
ments. Charlie Ingersell, former head of the Radio Historical Society
was very helpful and encouraging. I also tend to be organized. This,
Plus a 1little more time than some, helped me accumulate programs fas-
ter than most tradere. In the first year I had over 3000 shows. My
trading has now slowed down to a crawl because I am looking for cer-
taln vrograms and they are becnulng harder to find. I now have about
5930 shows 1lncluding about 760 SUSPENSE, 175 ESCAPE, 305 JACK BENNY,
all Dimension X and X-1 titles, over 160 éifferent bhands, over 20D
columbla and CBS RADIC WCRKSHOP, 220 GUNSuOKE, 95 INNER 3ANCTUi.

My supplements and newsletter developed gradually. My monthly sup-
plements starting in February, 1970 had comments in them. My Jyne sup-
plement had 480 listings and HELLO AGAIN, in honor of Jack Benny, made
1ts appearan®e. Its purpose was and still is to ex¢hange ideas about
collecting and trading and to tell you all about you all and the world
Oof old-time radio. Subscription started at $1.90 and has been $6,80
a year since 1976, Several logs and listings have been made available.
9 0ld-Time Radio €onveytions have been suceessfully held in the New
Haven arsa. The last 4 wers gponsored by the Friends of Old-time Radio
and co-chalred by Joe Webb and mysslf. There are many active clubs and
publlecations, all contributing to the preservation and promotion of
vintage radlo. 10 years have now passed and I know that my 1life is rich-
er bscause of the shows and my new frien«s. I hope I will continue to
bring Hello Again to you for another 10 years. Thank you all for your
gupport and encouragement.
