REMINISCING: From June, 1971; Vol. 2, No. 6: Postage is now 8 cents.
Special fourth class rate is 14 cents for the first pound (now 90 cents). From The Chicago Tribune
of May 9, 1971 is the following information about Charles and Bob Michelson and what they went
through in first syndicating The Shadow, Gang Busters, The Lone Ranger and others:

After acquiring the discs to many programs from Conde Nast Publishing Company
who absorbed Street and Smith, Bob found 6 stations willing to rebroadcast these programs.
Their next step was to transfer the material on to tape. They then squared the project with the per-
formers union, AFTRA. Radio veterans were called in to identify every voice on all the programs.
Finally the committee traced everyone, even in Gang Busters and The Lone Ranger. As aresulta
lot of performers, many retired, and in some cases their estates, have received an unexpected bo-
nanza: residual payments amounting to $25 and later $30 for replay. It cost about $26,000 to get
Gang Busters into shape. The Shadow has been heard in some 300 markets. The Lone Ranger is
second in popularity. Both adults and youngsters enjoy these programs.

' For those sending 4-track reels, be careful about noting the tracks. Side 1 track 1,
side 2 track 4 (the outside tracks), side 1 track 3, side 2 track 2 (the inside tracks) seem to be the
best way...Many of you are now preprinting the cards or sheets you list the programs on. If you
don't put all the details down, at least number the programs so the receiver can quickly find itin
your catalog...For boxes that have been used several times, put “To Open” in the right place. This
will prevent the opener from destroying the box, especially if you put packaging tape all over the
box...attach the end of the tape to the reel so a lot of loose tape won't fall out...Leave several sec-
onds to a minute in between programs... When dubbing, do not chop off credits, chimes, an-
nouncements, commercials or other items. Be as careful as you want people to be for you.

Rosa Rio
(From the Waterbury Republican, April 4, 1971)

Rosa, who was one of the most sought-after organists in the heyday of radio, now
lives with her husband, Bill Yeoman in Huntington, CT. She teaches organ and piano at her home
studio. In addition she composes, arranges, makes records and plays concerts. Some of the pro-
grams she played for were “My True Story,” “Between the Bookends (with Ted Malone),”
“Edward McHugh, The Gospel Singer,” “When a Girl Marries,” “Cavalcade of America,” “Myrt
and Marge,” “The Shadow.” At one time, Rosa was providing music for 13 shows. Often she
just had about 40 seconds to dash from one studio to the next to provide for the next program.
Rosa spent 23 years playing for NBC and CBS. Until 1960 she also played for television pro-
grams but they didn’t give her the satisfaction that radio did.

Rosa recalls that except for the theme, most of the music on the soap operas was
improvised. In most instances she saw the script for the first time as the program was going on the
air. Rosa was a master at improvisation, being able to fit any mood that was called for. Among
the actors that Rosa remembers, who got their start on radio, were Orson Welles, Agnes
Moorehead, Bob Hastings, Jackson Beck, Santos Ortega, Ed Begley. Among her favorite pro-
grams was “My True Story” and “Rosa Rio Rhythms”

Though Rosa and Bill have abandoned the high pressure living of New York City,
moving to Connecticut in 1960, retirement is just a word. She and Bill are busier then ever. She
is personable, energetic and, as Bill puts it, keeps eternally young by loving what she does. She is
one of the privileged few whose work and hobby are the same.

(Today Rosa and Bill are just as busy; We were fortunate to have the two of them
as guests at our convention several times.)

RADIO IS ALIVE AND WELL: Walter Winchell’s memorabilia was recently sold at
an auction in Los Angeles and San Francisco. 40,000 items were on the auction block. The high-
est bid was $10,000 for a letter in which Margaret Mitchell corrected an item written about her in
Winchell’s column. $140,000 was yielded altogether.. Rambling with Gambling started in
1925 on WOR in New York with John B. Gambling. His son, John A. Gambling, then took over
and just recently, he passed the microphone to his son, John R. The program is the longest contin-
uously running radio program, celebrating its 20,000th broadcast in 1989...Art Fleming, origi-
nal host of Jeopardy, has renewed his contract as host of When Radio Was. Fleming has been
the host since it started about a year ago. The series is carried by 104 stations...Superman re-
turned to radio but only in the United Kingdom. It stars Stuart Milligan as Superman.
