SUSPENSE -

TWENTY YEARS OF THRILLS AND CIIILLS

Just what is frightening Judy Garland? The shock of finding out that her character on this week's episode
of Suspense is not going to have a happy ending!

Over thirty-five years ago. the famous radio / television program Suspense went off the air, never to return
to the airwaves again. During the program’s twenty-vear run, top stars of Hollywood and Broadway took
up roles that they were not usually associated with on stage and screen. Barbara Stanwyck. Van Heflin,
Lee Bowman, Agnes Moorehead. Ann Southern. Agnes Moorehead. 1.aird Cregar, Mickey Roonev. and
hundreds of others make numerous appearances.

Only on Suspense could you hear Jack Benny play the role of a life-threatening Martian, Robert Tayvlor go
against a werewolf, Ronald Colman battle a slimy. tentacled monster from hell.
