The National Audio Theatre Festivals, (NATF) is currently accepting entries for its an-
nual Script Writing Competition. The 2001-2002 Script Writing Competition will be judged by three
accomplished script writers. A new "Script Development" component has also been created to foster
to writer's to the medium,

“N ATF believes it is important not only to encourage winning playwrights, but to also
begin to nurture new writers to the medium,” explains NATF President Charles Potter.

"In addition to the ten winning scripts NATF will also select one script from the com-
petition to be developed for future workshop events," explained NATF's Secretary Brian Price.

“"This last year we invited one of the non-winners to allow us to work with participants
in writing sessions throughout the workshop week to help teach writing skills. This gave us a chance
to begin the year-long Script Development process for the author as well as show participants what it
takes to evaluate and hone their work," said Price.

A script book featuring the 2000-2001 winning entries is available from NATF for a
cost of $35.00 (Visit www.natf.org for ordering information.)

The National Audio Theatre Festivals 2001- 2002 Script Competition’s deadline is
November 15, 2001 (postmarked). The winners will be announced in early April 2002.

Plays will be evaluated on their effective use of dialogue and a demonstration of an
understanding of how sound can color and amplify emotional content and set the scene in the listen-
er’s mind. NATF is particularly interested in stories that deserve to be told because they enlighten, in-
trigue or simply make us laugh out loud. Contemporary scripts with strong female roles, multi-
cultural casting and diverse viewpoints will be favorably received. (As a matter of policy, scripts
specifically written about a ‘minority’ group will be reviewed by appropriate members of that group —
professional actors, writers or directors — before the work is published or produced by NATE)

The preferred length for scripts is 25 minutes, but longer scripts of up to 30 minutes
may be submitted. Each writer must submit THREE COPIES of their original radio play — that’s
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three copies of the one work being submitted. No stage plays, monologues, short stories or screen
plays will be reviewed.

PRIZE: $800 split between 2-4 authors and free workshop production participation. Prize
winners and honorable mentions will be published in the annual NATF Script book.
