About this Book:

This encyclopedia-type book examines every western radio series, totaling over a
hundred, from Empire Builders starring Don Ameche in 1929 to AFRS's When the West Was
Young with Herb Ellis and Harry Bartell in 1967. Each entry on a series includes origin, scenario
summary, identity of cast, director, writers, and other personnel. Number of surviving audio
copies is set forth as well as location of existing scripts. Other pertinent information regarding
the show, including network, duration of run, musical theme, sponsor, etc. is detailed.

Every type of western radio program is covered, which encompasses five categories:
Anthology programs (Frontier Fighters, When the West Was Young, Phoenix Sun Ranch Chuck
Wagon, etc.), Juvenile Adventures (Tom Mix, Straight Arrow, Red Ryder, etc.), Legend & Lore
(Lone Wolf Tribe, Red Goose Indian Tales, Chief Gray Wolf, etc.), Adult Westerns (Gunsmoke,
Ft. Laramie, The Six Shooter, etc.) and Soap Operas (A Woman of America, Cactus Kate, Lone
Journey.)

Twenty OTR experts contributed at least one series entry to this volume and their
biographies are set forth in the book. Will Hutchins, TV's Sugarfoot, contributed the foreword,
and both Fran Striker, Jr. and Frank Bresee have endorsed it.

About the Editors:

David S. Siegel of Yorktown Heights, NY is an award winning author and his vast radio
archival collection is among the largest in private hands. He has been collecting OTR audio
copies, scripts, magazines, books, and related materials for over 50 years. David is the editor,
author, or co-author of seven prior books on the Golden Age of Broadcasting. He has been
honored with both the Allen Rockford and Ray Stanich Awards for his dedicated work.

About the Book

In July 1923, less than three years after Westinghouse station KDKA signed on,
company engineer Frank Conrad began regular simulcasting of its programs on a frequency in
the newly-discovered shortwave range. It was an important event in a technological revolution that
would make dependable worldwide radio communication possible for the first time. In
subsequent years, countless stations in practically all countries followed suit, taking to shortwave
to extend reception domestically or reach audiences thousands of miles away. Shortwave
broadcasting would also have an important role in World War II and in the Cold War.

In this, his fourth book on shortwave broadcast history, the author revisits the period of
his earlier work, On the Short Waves, 1923-1945, and focuses on the stations that were on the air
in those early days. The year-by-year account chronicles the birth and operation of the large
international broadcasters, as well as the numerous smaller stations that were a great attraction to
the DXers, or long-distance radio enthusiasts, of the time. With more than 100 illustrations and
extensive notes, bibliography and index, the book is also a valuable starting point for further
study and research.

Jerome S. Berg, an attorney, was the court administrator for the Massachusetts District
Court system until his retirement. A shortwave listener for more than half a century, he is a
member of the executive council of the North American Shortwave Association and chair of the
Committee to Preserve Radio Verifications.

It all began over twenty five years ago when I was looking for some way to enhance my
radio show which I called Life in the Past Lane. At the time I was doing much the same thing
that many others have done. I was simply replaying radio shows of the past and talking about
them.
