NOVIK’s FIVE POINTS FOR BETTER U.. So BROADCASTING 

In the October 29th issue of Broadcasting Novik gave his impressions 
of FuropEp It is a story well worth your reading. Space does not per¬ 
mit a complete quotation from the story but below are five points of 
recommendation he made based on the trip: 

I. The networks should keep in Europe as virile a staff of news¬ 
men AS they had during the war. They should be there to tell the United 

States what sort of job our forces are doing, and how the people of 
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Europe are solving their ovn problems. 

We should keep Europe informed of our own reconversion job. 
And, most improtant* we should explain to Europe our way of life. 

3. The radio industry should set up scholarships for European 

engineers and production men to come here, and learn how we V'ORKo 

4. Our technicians should be sent abroad to learn of their techn¬ 

ical advances, particularly in recording machines. 

5« We can probably learn a great deal from the British method 

of handling news.
