Mostalgia Digest -1-
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TEX BENEKE

By KARL PEARSON

When Gordon Lee Bencke stepped in-
to o New York studio in April. 1938 for
rehearsal with a new band led by ihen-
unknown bandleader Glenn Miller, little
did he know that landing that pariicular
job would bring him fame and popularity
that still remains to this day.

It was at that {irsi rehearsal tor Miller's
new band that “Tex” Beneke, as he is
now known, got his famous nickname.
After driving from Detroit in a blinding
snowstorm, Beneke wearily arrived at the
studic and climbed the three or four
flights of stairs leading o the room. Upon
entering, Glenn spotted him and called
oul “Hi there, Tex!™

Born in Fort Wortli. Texas on Febru-
ary 12, 1914, young Gordon began play-
ing soprano saxophone al age nine. Asa
teenager he began playing professionally
with territory bands and in 1935 landed a
job with Ben Young, a local lcader who
had a fine band. The Young band got a
job at the Texas Centennial Celebration
in Dallas in 1936, where it became better-
known. Because of this Dallas cngage-
ment the band began a tour of the mid-
western states,  eventually  scliling in
Detroit.

In carly 1938, while the Young band
was still in Detroit, drummer Gene Krupu
came through town looking for men for
his new band. Although Krupa wound up
taking some of Ben Young's sidemen he
dide’t take Tex as he already had a fine
tenor saxist in his band: Sam Dounahue,
But when Gene returned to New York he
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ran into Glenn Miller, also forming a
band of his own. Glenn had had a hand
the vear before but it had failed. After
few months ol part-time work fin
Tommy Dersey he had decided to give il
another try, form a new band and begin
looking for new men. Krupa told Mille
about Bencke and Glenn, needing a teno
saxist contacted Tex. Miller told Beneke
the pay was not much — only S50.00 a
week. But Tex held out for S32.50¢
Miller, usually a tough businessman, 1wl
Tex’s price and Beneke joined the Mille:
band in April, 1938,

At that first rchearsal, tenor saxisl
Bencke also became a vocalist. While
going through the “charts™ in the Mille
library, Glenn called for “Doin’ The
Tive,” a number recorded by Miller's
previous band. The tune called for o
vocal exchange between Glenn and Jeiny
Jerome, Tex’s predecessor. Glenn gave
Tex Jerome’s part and the rest is history.

Prior to his association with Mille.
Tex was basically a tenor man, not o
voealist; althvugh Tex later confessed 1o
having “sung a lew choruses of the blues,
somewhat on the shady side” with
Young's band!

Those first few months with the
Miller band were rough: the band was uol
doing well, but Tex stuck it out. Finalls
in the spring of 1939, the band struck
pay dirt with its recordings for RCA
Bluebird and with its late-night broud
casts from such places as Frank Dailey's
Meadowbrook and the Glen [slaml
Casinu. The money began pouring inle
the Miller band coifers with Tucrative
theater dates and location jobs.

Tex was part of the reason for the
Miller success. As a star soloist. he wus
lcatured heavily on many uplempo wid
ballad numbers (where he had, and still
has, a wonderfully warm sound), He was
also an asset as a vocalist, al first paired i
vocal/dialogue exchanges with  Glem,
later on numbers with Marion Hutton,
and also on numbers with Hutton and th.-
Modernaires, for which he is best remen

bered. Tex solocd and sang on many of
the band's hit recordings such as “*lda,
Sweet Ay Apple Cider,” “Chattanooga
Choo Choo™ and “Kaslamazoo.” He also
appearcd on the air and in the movies
with the band. Tex recalled that *I had
onc or (wo lings of dialogue™ in one of
tlie movies.

As World War IT began the Glenn
Miller band was at the height ol its pop-
ularity. But even with all his success,
Glenn telt that he wanted to do his part
in helping the war effort and enlisted in
the U. 5. Army, On September 27, 1942
the Glenn Miller Orchestra played its last
engugement at the Central Theater in
Passaic, New Jersey, and then the band
broke up. Glenn was hoping to put a
service band of his own together and
wanted to pet many of his civilian side-
men in it, inctuding Tex, He told him to
be patient and not to enlist until Glenn

called him, so Tex kept busy by going out
o1 a theater tour with Marion Huwon and
the Modernaires.

Whilc patiently waiting for word from
Glenn, Tex received “Greetings from his
draft board. And in February, 1943 he
once again became Gordon Beneke when
he was drafted into the navy, By the time
that he was discharged some two-and-a-
half years later, Beneke had risen to the
rank of Chicl Pelty Oflficer and was in
charge of two navy bands.

At the same time that CPO Gordon
Beneke was in the navy, Major Glenn
Miller was stationed in England and was
now leading his great Army Air Force
Band. In the little tme that Glenn had
between personal appearances and broad-
casts, he had begun to make his postwar
plans. Miller figured he had gone as far
as he could with his “civilian band sound™
and decided on leading a targer band
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simikar to his Alr Force Band, conpiete
with strings. He would offer jobs to nany
of the men in his Air Force Band and also
wanted Tex to return.

But Glenn was never able to return
and fulfill his dream. On December 15
1944, on a routine flight to Paris, his
plane disappearcd while over the English
Channel. He was never heard from again,

Al the war’s conclusion several people
including Glenn's widow Hcelen [elt that
Glenn’s plans coutd still be carried off],
even without him. And the most Jogical
replacement for Glenn wus Tex. And so,
on January 17, 1946 the Glenn Miller
Orchestra under the direction ol Tex
Beneke made iis debut at New York's
Cupitol Theater (A sideline: on that
same bill under the words “extra added
attraction™ were then-unknown periorm-
ers Dean Martin and Jerry Lewis.)

The band did follow along the lines
of Glenn’s Air Force Band and included a
string section and f[rench horp, in ad-
dition to the usuval big band lincup.
Consisting of some 40 musicians and
singers, approximatcly two-thirds of the
members had played in the Miller AAF
Band, Its repertoire consisted of many of
the old civilian band hits, numbers from
the AAF bund’s book, new songs in the
Miller style and some brand-new bop-
influenced instrumentals, Arrangers such
as Jerry Gray, Norman Leyden Billy
May (who had all worked with Glenn)
and voung Henry Mancini supplied charts
for the band. And Tex was, of course,
featured heavily on sax and vocals, in
addition to being leadcer.

The Beneke-Miller band was an im-
mediate success also landing a recard
contract with RCA Victor, Glenn’s old
label. The band had several big selling
records, including one using the AAF
Band’s arrangement of “St. Louis Blues
March.” It made many broadeasts and
appeared in a few film shorts. The band

did well wherever it played. On openiny,
night at the Palladium in 1947 it set the
house record with 6,750 udmissions!

The bund continued to do well, bul
eventually there were problems. Tex
became discouraged; he lelt (hat
Glenn returned he would have tried new
things, und that the band should continue
in dillerent directions. But the band's
management wanted Tex to stick with
the Miller style; yet RCA would not L
the band re-tecord any of the origin
Miiler hits as the originals were sull
selling well and RCA didn™t want any
compelition with these originals. In wd
dition to this. the band business hud be-
gun to drop off; attendance was dow,
hallrooms closed all over the country.
And there were lewer and fewer laine
ballrooms  that had bandstands hig
cnough to hold the large Beneke/Millu
organization. So finally, in December,
1950 Tex and the Miller estate partel
company,

Since then Tex has led bands on
seri-permanent basis and throughout th-
vears hus worked with many of the Glenn
Miller band alumni.

And Tex still plays many of the Mille
hits.

In the golden years of my childhood,
tong before noise pollution was recog-
nized as a social ill, our neighborhood
was often subjected to a deafening din.
The cause wasn’t any of our modern
culprits: aute  tralfic, box radios, jet
planes over lead, ete, It was us kids.

IF we weren’t in school, siclk, eating
meals, doing chares ar listening to a fay-
orite radio  program, we were usually
out playing. We plaved in the streets,
the alleys. the yards - and we didn™t
play quietly, The degree of noise we
made was 3 measure of what a good
time we were having.

On my block alone, the gang (lthere
wis no connotation of delinquency to
the word gasg) included 19 kids who
were within 3 or 4 years of my own
age. Another dozen were only a few
yeurs younger or older, and because our
block was so populated with kids, we had
a lot of spill-over of [riends from the
next block and across the alley. Depend-
ing upon the game being playved and who
was around, anvwhere from hall a dozen
to perhaps 30 kids might be engaged in
onc hoisterous activity.

When two or three gamcs were played
in close proximity, it was necessary to
vell over and around other players,
and things got even more raucous. Amar-
ingly, mothers could single out the
voices of their own offspring from

amidst this robust ruckus. Often a mother
would lean out a window and put our
lusty lungs to shame with her sonic-boom
saoprano  shout: “Billy! Stop uall that
SCREAMING!” By implication, we were
all chastised, and for a little while we
lowered our voices in the vicinity of
Billy's house, -

Ten or twelve games stand out in my
memory  as those we plaved most fre-
gquently. Several of the most popular
were in the scarch or chase category.

The simplest of these was lag, or
“It,” The game almost always began
spontaneously, Half a2 dozen kids are
standing around, digging holes in the
lawn  with their heels, and one says,

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“Let’s play tag.” The rest leok around,
nodding heads at each other, and some-
one says: “Okay. You're It!” Everyone
takes olf at a run. “It” singles out one to
chasc and tag so that he then becomes Jt.

The taggee can not retag the taggor,
so the title of Jr keeps getting passed

around. This rule, plus the challenge of

catching the faster runners, saves slow
pokes from always being 7t. There are
no prearranged boundaries. The radius
of play is instinctively governed by the
number of players. If the group spreads
out too far, Jt will get tired and dis-
couraged and say, "I quit!” Also, you
must not gel too [ar out of range and
lose sight of whe is i - or suddenly
yvou will be.

The more daring players make wild
dashes past fr. Sometimes several players
in ciose proximity result in a chain
reaction. fr tags one, who immediately
passes it on, and again it gets passed on.
“You're 7t.” You're I!” * YOURE
ft!” The cluster hreaks up, all stll run-
ning, and cveryone else hollers; “Who's
nr

Hide and Seck slso required an fr
persen. Whoover was fr faced a wall or
covered his eyes and counted to a hun-
dred, The rest of us ran to hide. The
boundaries were usually anywhere {Tom
alley to alley on the south half (the most
densely populated) of our block, Garages,
gangways, partiaily enclosed porches,

bushes, parked cars and dozens of other
places made for good spots for hiding.

In the traditional Hide and Seck game,
Ir went looking [or hidden plavers,
After spotting one, he returned to tlie
home "base, or *gool”, and announced
to the neighborhood at large: One, twa,
three on Jimmy, behind Larson’s lilse
bush! Not free, not free! If he had
actually spotted Joecy, Joey would pop
out and cry: “Oley, alev, ocean,* froe!
[t’s Joey, not Jimmy!” He was then
entitled to a count of 30 in which (o
hide elsewhere,

As cach player was located and cor-
rectly identified, he came back to gond
and waited for others lo be cauglt.
When the last person was found, (hul
gume was over and the person caught
first became Jt for the next game.

Fifty More and Kick the Can were a
litile more involved. In Fifty More,
players could try to sneuk back to goof
when Ji's back was turned. If they could
get there before fr spotted them and did
the “One, Two, Three™ r1outine, they
slapped gool and shouted: “30 More!™
This freed all previously captured players
to run and hide again while r returmel
and counted to 50,

Kick the Can literally used an old tin
can. which [t banged on the sidewalk

*No one knew where the terms ofey, ol
ocean and gool came from, what they meant 1
even the correct spellings, but my rcaca - h
indicates thal their use was tairly universal.

while he covered his eves and counted
and the players hid. Again. players could
try to sneak hack to gool, where the can
remained while 7f searched. A running
kick sent the can clattering down the
street, to be relreived by It while his
captives fled.

Obviously, these wvariativns hud the
potential of being very frusirating for
fr. The game often broke up after he
counted 50 for the seventh time and
became disgusted. Or he grew so cautious
that he wouldn't stray ten yards from
goo! and the hiders got bored. Once
Bobby got mad and just went into his
house withoul saying anything. We all

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HOW RADIO COVERED THE

BY TERRY BAKER

Presidential  clection  coverage  has
etched an important place in radio
history.

Most  radio  historians agree that
American radic programming began on
November 2, 1920 when station KDKA
in Pittshurgh broadeast the results of that
day’s  Presidential  election  between
Warren Harding and James Cox. This was
the first scheduled radio program and
while only a few hundred people heard
the broadcast, the owners of KDKA
were encouraged by radic’s obvious
potential.

Radio proved its potential during the
1924 Presidential campaign. Incumbent
Caivin Coolidge (who tock olfice upon
Harding’s death) realized (he influcnce
that radio could have on a campaign and
he intended to use it to his advantage.

Prior to the ‘24 election, Coolidge
made several Presidential addresses over a
make-shift “network™ of statjons., This
was before the existence of neiworks as
we know them today. Stations across
the country would decide wheiher they
wanled to carry a program and those
that did became a network,

1924 Drought about radio’s first
coverage ol the political conventions.
Republicans, who were strongly behind
Coolidge nominated him on the first
ballot in a well-orgunized convention,
Demograts on the other hand had no
clear-cut choice coming inlo the con-
venlion. This was prior to the advent of
state primaries where delegates would be
commitied to voting for a candidate at
the convention. Back in *24, things were
up for grabs as cveryone tried to get a
hand in selecting the nominee. Fifteen
days and 103 ballots later, the Demo-
crats {inally decided upon John W. Davis
as their candidate,
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The few million fisteners who tuncd in
noticed the stark contrast between Lhe
chaotic Democratic convention and the
calm Republican one. When radio chose
to cover spreches by the candidates dur-
ing the campaign, they selected the can-
didate that would bring in the mosl
listeners and most often that was Presi-
deni Coolidge.

Coolidge bad a smooth, quict speaking
voice which came across beautifully over
the airwaves thus enhancing his presi
dential image with the volcrs. With the
President petting most of the ajrtine, this
meant limited exposure for John Davis
and coupled with a patriotic election eve
speech by the President, insured the
incumbent’s reclection.

Republicans  had  realized radio’s
potential first and had capitalized on it
Democrats had learned a valuable lesson
and in the elections to come, radio would
play an cven greater role and reap tlhe
benefits thal would occur because of
hoth parties interest in the new medium,

By the 19285 elections, notwork radio
as we know it had begun. Both NBC and
CBS werc in operation by then. With
local stations afliliating themselves with
these  networks, the potential radio
audience listening 1o one show al any
particular time was greally increased. The
thought of several million additional
registercd volers being able to hear their
campaign rhetoric was too golden an
opportunity for the political parties tu
pass up. Thus the age of cumpaign com-
mercials was born,

In 1928 thc political parties spent
over $1.1 million buying radio time vn
network and local stations. Leaders ol
both parties could be heard cxtolling thv
virtues of theilr particular organization
and urging Americans to suppori them in
the coming election. While many Amen
cans still may have considered radio

novelty, the money spent by the two
parties in 1928 proved that they felt
radio was here to stay.

One drawback during the early days ol
radio was the slowness of reporting elec-
tion returns. Voles could only be re-
ported after they were counted and prior
to the age of computers, this took guite
some time, Even alter thc votes were
counted, stations had Lo find out those
results.

In 1924 there were no networks,
Stations could repart their local results
but they then had to contact other
individual stations te get outl-of-lown
totals, Stations would then piece them
all together to report the national totals,
While radio did provide up-to-the minule
totals, very little could be reported in
that minute.

The situation had improved somewhat
by 1928, With the advent of networks,
affiliated  stations would report their
local results to network headquarters
who in turn combined all those reports
into national totals. In this way, totals
did come in a bit {aster. Butl not fast
enough to combat the boredom that
listeners would experience after follow-
ing the returns for several hours,

To this end, efforts were made to
make the retums interesting and more
entertaining to the listeners at home.
Networks employed political commenta-
tors such as William Wile of CBS and
David Lawrence of NBC to help analyze
the totals and explain what these results
might mecan. In later years as Americans
increased their political awareness, these
sume commentators would he moders-
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tors on various panel discussion programs.

These shows enabled people at home
to hear both sides ol political issues
simultaniously. Those discussions would
get rather heated as election time came
near and any slip-up could cost a candi-
date or a purty thousands ol votes,
Programs such as these would soon give
America a wellinformed electorate but
they were still a fow years down the road.

In the meantime, the addition of com-
mentators did help the entertainment
value of clection evening broadcusts but
the speed of broadeasting those clection
results, although improved was still slow
and in some cascs misleading. This was
due 1o the fact that most network affili-
ates were in the large citics ¢ast of the
Mississippi River. What about the large
western cities as well as smaller towns
across the country where neiworks did
not have affiliated stations? Those towns
comprised millions of votes and these
tolals had to comc in as before. Thal
meant an extremely long time before any
{inal totals could be announced. It would
take time and money belore radic could
provide faster and more accurate election
retuarns,

By the time the next elections rolled
around America was in the midst of the
Great Depression, Banks were closing
left and right, over tweniy percent of all
Americans were unemploved and yet
radio sales were going through the roof,
Americans needed to get their minds off
their economic problems and radio was
the perfect diversion.

As radio sales skyrocketed, more
and more stations wanted to become
affiilated with the networks, Thus net-
works were asble to add many western
stations to their growing family and in
turn, improve their ability to get results
from western states on election night,

1932 brought FDR and the “New
Deal™ 1o the White House, As foriner
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governor of New York, Franklin Delunn
Roosevelt had f{requently used radio as
a mcans of speaking to his constituenis
and during his campaign for Presiden
he used that speaking experience 1o his
advaniage.

After his victory, FDR [requently
used radic to drum up public suppur
for his policies. His “Fireside Chats™
becarme a radio stuple during his years in
office. His ability to persuade Americaus
wus phenomenal. And President Rouose-
velt demonstrated radio’s ability to reach
{he individual.

Radio was now clearly cstublished us
a regular part of American life, However,

several obstacles remained in the path of

network efforts to improve their news
gathering capubilities, including those
that would supply additional election
coverage,

Newspapers and wire services opposed
news programming on radio {rom the
very beginning, Newspapers purchased
many radio stations across the country
because they saw the new mediun as an
obvious financial threat. In this way.
tadio news was mercly an extension ul
themselves.

Even wilth these safeguards, radin
had begun 1o make a serious dent on
newspaper circulations. This was espuc-
fally upsetting to the publishers who hud
been printing daily tadio logs without

charging stutions for advertising., By
1933, in response to this financial threal.
newspapers  decided  to hamper  the

quality ol radio newscasts, In this light
newspapers called upon the wire services
to give them a hand.

The wire services had been undecided
how to deal with radio during its early
years. At first wire services decided nor o
provide radio with any news slorics, nol
even for a price. Later that was changed
to allow stations to broadcast stories ol
national importance. With pressures from
newspapers, the wire scrvices then e
versed themselves again back to thei
original posilion. This meant slations

could not usc election returns or any
other kind of news repurted by the wire
services. In order 1o combat this sabotage
plan the networks decided to tuke their
biggest financial gamble,

In 1933, CBS and NBC both started
their own national news bureaus. By us-
ing telephones and telegrams and by
placing @ news correspondent in every

American ¢ity with a population in ¢xcess
of 20,000 along with several major
foreign citics, the networks were able to
“scoop” the established wire services on
several occasions,

The cstablishment of news bursaus
was a great risk to tuke during the depres-
sion but it was one that paid ofl, These
bureaus were of tremendous usc in
reporting news events, especially Presi-
dential elections wlere the networks
could usc all of their national cortespon-
dents to help report the results, The wire

services soon realized thut networks could
do a more than adequate job of covering
ihe news themselves so rather than fight
they reached an agreement with the net-
works to provide them willh additiona!
news stories thus enhancing radio’s cover-
age all the more.

As the years passed, network ncws
departments wanted 1o devote morc
time to the election campaigns and new
advancements in radio equipment made it
casier to follow candidates on the cam-
paign trail. In addition improved tabu-
lation techniques made vote tallics avail-
able faster in each following election
thereby increusing radio’s ability to cover
the cvent,

These gradual improvements contin-
ued until the eventual demise of radio at
the hands of television. But election
coverage playcd a most important role in
radie history and did have quite an im-
pact on volers.

Vaughn Dre Leath was born in Mount Pulaski, Illinois, and
made her début there as an entertainer. She was just three
vears old when she first faced the footlights in a home-talent
minstrel show,

She direcled an orchestra when she was twelve years old.
When thirteen, she sent out to thirteen different publishers
thirteen copies of a song she had written. She sold the song
to the first bidder, although there were several other offers.
Recently she has had published another song, *0ld Glory, I
Salute You,” that she first made popular on the air and that was
written when she was twelve years old. Not long ago she
found it in an old trunk and tried it out on the air—with
sUCCess. -

She was graduated from Mills College in California, eoing
fromr there directly onto the concert stage. She did her share
of starving in those early days of her musical career, she says.

After coming to New York, in 1919, she began to taste suc-
cess when it was discovered thal her voice was excellent for
phonograph records.  In January, 1920, che did something she
had never done Lefore, and something no other woman had
done at that time. She sahg beforc a microphone.

The event s important enough to be told in some detail.
The studio wus a little room in the tower of the Pulitzer Build-
ing in Park Row-—a room reached by climhing three flights
of winding stairs. There wasn’L space enough for a piano, so
an accordion was used.  Tir. Lee DeForest was in complete
charge of the broadcasting. which was still very much in the
experimenial stage. The microphone had a horn on it—a
horn originally designed for a 1904 maodel.

Since then Miss De Leath has Been definitely associated
with radic broadcasting. She sang for WJZ when thal station
was the only one east of Pillsburgh. In 1923 she managed
and directed station WDT. On occasion she even did her own
announcing. During the early days of radio tests her voice was
picked up at seven European listening points at the same time.

Alithough she
is primarily a
radio artist, she
still makes pho-
nograph records
which are popu-
tar in Europe as
well as in the
United Slales.
She writes both
the words and
music to songs,
and is the
author of a
aumber of pop-
tlar composi-
tions. Her semi-
zlassical compo-
sitions may he
found in any
modern library.

Franklyn Baur, the tenor Voice of Firestone, made his début
as an entertainer somewhat later in life thun Miss De Leath.
He was eight vears old before he tucked a violin under 1_115
chin and took his bows at public gatherings. With ne in-
sistence on the part of his family he studied violin for six
vears. Then he gave up the violin and devoted two years to
studying piano. It was not until he was sixtcen. however, that
he discoverced his singing voice.

When he was eighteen, Daur heard that the Park Avenue
Baptist Church of New York was looking for a soloist. He
applied for the job. S$So did more than ene bundred protfes-
sional singers. Buaur was selected,

Concerts {ollowed. and then he went abroad to sing. Ile
was heard hy the Prince of Wales, who commended him pub-
licly. Homesick, he returned to America and began making
phonograph records. Scouts from the radio studios ghswvered
him, and he wenr on the air. One of his early radio appear-
ances was as tenor wilh the Shannon Four in an E\-'_F:rcady‘ pro-
gram series. Ile was also featured in programs which are now
part of radie histery. Florenz Ziegfcld heard him and sent for
him. The result was that Baur was featured in the Ziegfeld
Follies of 1027. But he left the Follies the next year to return
lo radio.

Although he is a familiar and well-known perssn to radio
audiences, Baur is only Lwenty-six years old.

JIM JORDAN

RADIO’S FIBBER MC GEE

Jim Jordan was Fibber McGee on radio for some rwenty-five years during the golden
bage of hroadeasting. Along with his wife Marion as Molly, Jim brought laughter to
bmillions of listeners who tuned in o hedr the fun at 79 Wistful Vista. Jim Jordan was
born on November 16, 1896 and we send greerings to him on his 88th birthday!

Some years ago, when he was just & poungster of 77, we had the opporfunity 1o meet
ith him for the first time, and naturally the tape was rolling.

We remiarked that he come from Peoria, |

Hinois and asked if that was where he met

that, trying to do other things in Peoria;
1 did something new about every month.

Were pou @ posiman at one time ?

Well, (hat was before T went in the
service. 1 was a postman from April until
August, while [ was wailing to go into the
service. But | worked at all kinds of jobs.
We got going again, in the business, in
about 1921, We wenl Lo Chicago, and this
is where we formed the litde concert
company that we had lor about three
years after that - before radic came
along to us.

What was your first radio job?

well, in those days, you didn't speak
of il as a radio joh. because radio didn’t
pay anybody any money. All you did was
go in and perform. You could walk in off
the street, into any radio station, and
they were glad to have you. If you had a
wkelele under your arm, you could go to
work. For nothing,

The price was right,

The price was right! So that’s what wc
didaWe finally got a litile job on « station
called WIBO on the north side of Chicago,
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on Broadway near Devon, We gol puid
there; we did a show for — golly, 1 can™t
think what it was, now - once a week on
Friday night, for which we were paid ten
dollars. That wus our first pay.

Did vou wrire the show yowrselves?
Was it an ad 1ib thing? What was the
nature of it?

Nohody talked exceptl the announcer,
We sung. We sang together. We did duets:
that’s what we did in Vaudeville, too.

After we fooled around with WIBO for
quite a while, and other stations, we also
warked for a song publisher. We got $35
dollars o week iromn a publisher for going
around fo all the stations in town plug.
ging their songs. But the whole thing add-
cd up Lo about $75 a week less than what
we needed to live! So by the end of a
vear of this, we had to go back in vaude-
ville again.

We went hack iIn waudeville about
1926, I guess it was, and we worked for
about a year. We were playing a theatre in
Danville, Minois, at Mallowe’en time in
1927, and we wore on the bill with Tim
and Ircne Ryan. Tim said if we would go
to New York, he would get us the Lowe
Time, which would he a good year’s
work in vaudeville in those duys; it would
keep you going for sbout a year. A great
thing if we could do it! So we made a
deal to meet him in New York on a cer-
tain date. When we got back to Chicago,
we went 1o dinner one night at 2 restau-
rant called Brentdno's, [ think it was on
South Wabash Avenue near Jackson.
There we ran into a fellow, Howard New-
miller, who was a pianist. He was from
Peoria, and he’d been with the Oriole
Terruce Orchestra, Ted Fio Rite, and
Danny Russo, and he had gone to work
for a radio station called WENR, and he
said “Tf you'll comme over there, T think 1
¢an get you a job there.” So we went over
the next day and get a job, and that’s

where we stayed in radio. That was in
October in 1927, and from that day until
Marion’s illness in 1960 we were on the
radio constantly -- always,

Now, that was vour first jobh?

That was our first real, protfessional
radio job, you might say. And we made a
deal with Western Vaudeville, They were
going to use us three dayvs a week at the
radio station. We made a deal with West-
ern Vaudeville where they would use us
ane day,ar two,or three, around Chicago.
We could bill ourselves as “radio stars,”
you sce, which increased your value a
lot, even then. So that’s what we did:
that’s how we started.

Well, whar was the Smith Family?

Well, the Sinith Family was organized

they had a kind of a stock company
group working at this radio statjon.
Everybody sort of doubled. And the
stalion organized this family radio show,
[t was a talk show — we were beginning
to talk a little by that time — very little,
So we did the show. It was formed out of
all the people working at the station.
There were about 7 or 8 of us, 1 think, in
ir, and that’s where the Smith Fuamily
started. § think it started about 1928, ['m
not sure of the date. It inight have been
a little earlier than that.

The Smith Family became a very hot
item. It was u very popular show, Because
it was one of the first “talk” shows as
such ., .ol that type, Amos 'n” Andy had
been on before that, as Smn 'n” Henry,
but there wasn't very much of that type
of talking being done on radio in those
davs.

Was the Smith Family a situation kind
of a thing?

Oh yes. It was 4 very [unny situation.
It wus about a contractor and his wile,
named Smith — it was an Irish-type fam-
ity, and hc had become influential, he
made some money. He had a wife and
two danghters. one daughter went with a
Jewish violinist and the other one went

In 1931, WENR was sold to NBC. We
didn’t want to go to NBC because we
were playing theatres, and by this time
we woere making six, seven, cight hun-
dred dollars a week. We could go play
theatres on the week-end; onc night
would pay vou well, vou know, for what
the Smith Family had done for us, princi-
pally, and what we were doing for our-
selves.  We kept doing other shows at
the same tirme. We did « little show called
Luke and Mirandy. And Lukc, was, well,
he was Fibber McGec, really.

This old guy ran the store, Marion and
Jim *Jordun were his fricnds, and they
had a lot of other friends. We had ten ar
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cleven people in the cast; we did all of
them,

You did all of the characters?

Oh veah, nobody else — we did every-
thing! I produced the show, directed it,
performed in it, and the whole works!
Nobody in the studio but an announcer.

What was the significance of the name,
Smackout? -

Among other things we were doin® on
WENR, we worked on a [arm program
with a man named Farmer Rusk, who did
farm advisory work via radio. They put us
on there to entertain a little bit through
this. You know, sing some songs. And he
had been at the University of Missouri,
and a few miles out ol Columbia, Mis-
souri, there was a little crossroads, This
old guy had a store, and the students of
the Universily somehow or another went
into this place, and they™d say, “I'm look-
ing for a hoe handle,” or something, and
he'd say “T'm sorry, ['m just smack outa
hoe handles, I'll have one here for you
tomorrow.” He did this so niuch that the
kids hung a sign out in front of Lhe store
reading “Smackout”. That’s where we
picked up the name, Smackout,

When did vou meet Don Quinn?

While we were al WENR, in 1929 ar
1930. In The Smith Family there was a
girl named Thora Martins, She was the
daughter who was [n love with the prize
fighter, who was me. Thora Marting had
been in The Student Prince and her girl-
friend dated Don Quinn. And so she met
Don Quinn, and she brought him over (o
the station and introduced him to us.
This was along about 1930, or *31.

Had he been doing some writing for
The Smith Family?

No. he hadn’t written anvihing in
radio. He was a commercial artist.

Oh, he was?
-36- Mostalgie Digest

He had been, yes. It was 1930, after
the crash, and he went kaplop, with the
agency that he had. This was a very clever
artist. He wanted to write, and so he
started writing stuft’ for us, and it just
evolved from there.

From The Smackout? Where did you
use the things he wrote?

We didnt use them! He wrote, and we
didn’t have the opportunity to use them.
We were doing this Luke and Mirandy at
WENR, and in 193], WENR was sold to
NBC. We didn't want to go on NBC be-
cause of the theatre thing, and they
wonld not allow us to announce the date.
They wouldn’t allow us to come on the
rudio al five ¢’clock In the evening, or
six O’clock, and say that we were going to
be in Barrington at the theatre tonight at
eight, NBC wouldn't atlow that kind of
business, so we didn’t want to go there.
We went to the Chicago Daily News,
WMAQ,

During the switch, this is when we said
we would have Don write the show, and
we had this name Smuckout in the back
of our mind to usc, ‘cause we never did
use it at WENR. We used it when we went
over and started at WMAQ. That's when
he started writing {or us,

Amos 'n’ Andy wrote their own mater-
jal, and they were on WMAQ, a Columbia
station; they were broadcasting on a
Columbia station over WMAQ in the Chi-
cago atea, and over the rest of the coun-
iry, NBC was picking it up. That wuas a
kind of a nove] deal, too. But they wrotc
their own material. So when we wenl tw
WMAQ, we sald we'd have to have a
writer, and we wanted to bring in Don
Quinn. But they had the feeling that if
you didn't write it yourself, you didn’t
deserve to doit.

They were spoiled with Freeman Gos-
den and Charles Corvell!

That's right. They ruined the whole
thing! So we let a fellow there write it for
w while. but he had a lot of other jobs 1o

At that time, when NBC took over
WMAQ from the Daily News, that was
the end of vour vaudeville davs, right?

That’s right. We couldn’t play dates,

because we were no good, you know. It

was nothing, You just couldn™ go out
and play a date without people knowing.,
The tie-in was to announce it on the ait
and then go do it.

[ want lo talk abour the vaudeville
for a second. here. Which theatres were
you playing in the Chicago area? Did vou

play in Chicago, at the Palace, or the
Marbro .. .7

No, no. We played mostly in the rural
arcas, becausc that's where radio had its
puil. Priov to that we'd been on Western
Vaudeville, and plaved some theatres in
Chicago. T don’™t know what they were,
Small time theaires, Western threc-a-day
theatres,

When you first srarted Fibber and
Mollv, and you were still doing The
Smackout, weren’t vou involved g firtle
bii with Kaltenmeyer's Kindegarten?

We were also doing Kaltenmeycer's
Kindegurten at WLENR, We couldn’t do
The Smith Family any more, because it
was broken up. There was a fellow named
Bruce Kamman, who had this Kalten-
meyer's show, and NBC put us in there,
We did that show for a while, that was
once a week on a Saturday. That was a
good radio show, wo; that was a hatf-
hour show.

Ybu were Mickey Donoven, and Mar-
iorn was Gertie Glumpf.
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That's right.

Were those similay to Fibber McGee
and Molly characters, or were they totally
different?

No, Mickey Donovan was the Smith
Family prize fighter; a tough little kid,
And Giggling Gertic, that was kind of
part of Teeny, which Marion had done -
that’s what that was,

A great many people fondly remnember
Kaltenmeyer's Kindegarten

It was a great rudio show. And that
again was done by people who did other
things on the show. Bruce Kamman was
a producer and a director, he was also a
musician, by the way, a trumpet player:
and we had a Jewish kid — T can’t remem-
ber his name, except hc was done hy
Johnny Wolff, who was a finc trumpet
player. The Italian kid was Don Mangano,
who was a clarinet plaver. We, too -
Marion was, of course, a musician — therc
were some others who were not musicians,
but the principal people in the thing were
people who were doing other things —

Yes, it was a great
show, written by the fellow who lad
written Luke and Mirandy lor us, and he
wrote The Smith Family, too. His name
was Harry Lawrence. he wrote Kalten-
meyer’s Kindegarten.

When vou and Murion auditioned for
a job at WGN, you found some stiff
competition there, back in the middle
hwenties,

Yeos, that’s vight, Prior to this time we
had been payed a little something from
music publishers for plugging their songs
at stations, This other team was doing the
same thing. When we tried out for this
job at WGN, they needed a team that
could be on the air for an hour every
afternoon. These fellows (ried oul, and
we tried out; it wasn’t very long til we
got the word from them that these other
guys got the jub, Not that they were any
better than we were. They just knew
somebody there, I think. They had an in!
Somebody was their uncle! They were
Charlie Corre!ll and Freeman Gosden.
They hadn't started Sam 'n” Henry at
that time; they just went to work there.
They got the job because they could fill
more time than we could, really. They
started Sam 1’ lenry shortly after thal.
Sam 'n’ Henry became Amos ‘" Andy a
yvear or lwo later,

Bouscing from one station to the next
whent they went from WGN to
WMAQ, which was then involved with
NBC, 'MAQ wanred them, but WGN suid
thai they couldn’t rake the numes Sun
" Henry.

That's right, the name had a copy-
right, the Chicago Tribune owned it. So
they just changed it to Amos n” Andy. |
think they did that because it would get
them carly in the phone book! At any
rate, the strange thing aboul (hat was,
that here were four people that were
trying out for a job, and three of the lour
were born and raised in the same town:
Marion, and Charlie Correl, and myself,

b1 were born and raised in Peoria, In fact,
pharlic was a little bhit older than we
bere. His vounger brother Bryant was
Jso a performer in Peoria, and he and 1
Qid things together, and were good
Fiends. | didn’t know Charlie at the
ime, we got acquainted with him there
bn Chicago.

When were the names Fibber MceGee

) Wand Molly first used?

Well, when we did The Smith Fanily,
und Molly wus Nora Smith, she used the
same voice that later hecame Molly. All
you had on radio was the voice, you see,
And we said we would not use that voice
ever again until the right thing came
along. Now, we did Smackout, we did
Kaltenmeyer’s, and we did all these
things, bul we never used that voice; we
Kept It away. We waid when the right
opportunity comes, we'll use it. And we
also had the name: Molly. We said, we
will call her Molly when we do it. And
the opportunity came in 1935 when we
had the opportunity to do an audition

for the Johpson Company. They had
never heard Molly McGee, bul they had
heard Nora Smith, and they had heard
Luke Gruy.

Is that how the audition came abour,
because they had heard Luke and Nora?

Yes. They had heard us, not Nora, on
Smackout. That was on every day.
Henrietta Johnson - who was Mrs. Jack
Lewis, und her maiden name was Johnson
of the Johnson Company - she had been
listening to us at home all this thne for
months. She finally got her husband to
listen, and he had the agency with the
Tohnson account. Thats how it came
about,

And they obviously liked the audition.

Yes, they did, and they wanted us,
they knew they wanted us; they had had
ather shows on NBC, but they didn’t
want NBC to know that they wanted us.
We didn't know this cither, till a long
time later; they told us. They just wanied
to have NBC present some things to
them. Because if they went to NBC and
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said that they wanted us, that would
have been one deal, bur if NBC sold it to
them, that would be another tvpe of
a deal. You understand what T mean.

Dollars and cents were invalved.

Sure! So they went to NBC and said
“We want to listen to some shows.”
They listened to about twenty shows,
but they never heard us. NBC never
presented us. They didn’t picture us as
doing a half-hour evening show. We
were daytime radio, fiftcen minute show;
they didn’t realize that we were doing a
half-hour show, in fact two, on NBC at
that time. Not that we were doing all of
il. We were nod only on Kaltenmeyer's
Kinderparten, we were also on a show
called Saturday Night Jamboree. They
never did hear us, so finally — we heard
about this, so we pul an audition together
and we went over 10 (he McClurg Build-
ing. We didn’t say anyvthing to NBC
about it at all, and neither did the John-
son Company. And we went over, and did
the audition, and they virtually bought
it right there, right then. It wasn’t Fibber
McGee. it was Marion and Jim Jordan,
After they agreed that we would get
together and make some kind of & deal,
we went back and told NBC.

And NBC saidd, “Why didn’t we know
about this?”

Well, they had their chance, but they
didn’t think about us in that light.

What happened affer this? You put
a Marion and Jim Jordan show fogeriier...

Yes, then we sold it. They bought it.
It was in the fall of 1934, In the process
of getting it all together, and taking our
time, ‘cause it was going to go on in
April — T guess it was around Christmas
time, that this happened, in *34, 1 don’t
remember cxactly. But we had meetings
with the Johnson Company — how we
will do this, and what we will do, all
-40- Mostalfgia Digest

down the line. And one time, in one of
these meetings — of course Dan was
writing our stulf then — Jack Lewis, who
was head of the agency and llenrietta
Johnson’s hushand, said “Tt’s too bad this
Luke Gray, who was on Smackout ="
he was an awflul Tiar, that’s what he was.
Ie told tall tales. He was in every war
that was ever fought, And he told these
stories to this litile girl who would come
into the grocery store, We kind of tollow-
ed through into this new show with that.
And one day, at one of those meeiings.
Jack Lewis said, “You know, it would be
kind of nice if we had a name that te-
flected this character.” We had debated
whether to use our own name or to put
another name handle on the people that
were going (o do this show. “It would be
nice il we had a name that was kind of
stgnificant ol a liar,” which he wus, And
sa nobody said anything,

The next meeting we had, which was
the next day or the day after, T don’t
Know, we all walked into the agency of-
fice, and sat down at the desk. and Don
Quinn walked in and he had a little slip
of paper about six inches long and an
inch wide. He had been an artist. 8o he
had just printed on there, “FIBBER
McGEE”. e just passed it around and
that was it.

Evervbody bought that right off the
bat.

Sure. Then we tacked on the name
Molly, which we had had in our mind
all this time. That's how it was born,

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SPIRIT OF AMERICA

This past summer, American athletes
won dozens of gold medals and instilled
a sense of pride in their fellow Americans.
Patriotic pride is a wonderful commodity
and in America it seems to fluctuate
between glorious highs and bleak lows.
It it could be gauged on a scale of one 1o
ten, I believe thal during the years 1942
to 1945 it was riding high at a constant
ten. Those were the turbulent years of
World War II and “the American Spirit”
peaked. Hollywood film makers saw the
need to define “the American Spirit”
through the genre kpown as the “wur
movie.”

The first few months of the war were
bleak as American forces suffercd devasta-
ting defeats, In war, as in the Olympics,
it is easy to feel pride in victory but to
keep that spivit alive in failure is a chal-
lenge. A handful of skilifully made [ilms
honored the soldiers who died in those
initial bitter conflicts while managing to
fire the spirit of pride in the audience.

The civilian population willingly made
sacrifices for the war effort. They gave up
meat, shoes, automobiles, and cigarettes.
The soldiers in the field, however. were
asked to make the supreme sacrifice. Two
of the best films to honor the sacrifice of
those courageous men were “Bataan”
and “Wake lsland”. The marines on
“Wake Island” were out-gunned and oul-

numbered, but refused (o
knowing that their resistance would give
other American forces time Lo regroup.
Tn *“Bataan™ the thirteen  volunteers
stayved behind to fight a rear guard action
meant to give their comrades a chance to
retreat. In both films the American
troops are doomed men fighting to the
last man, and never questioning thickr
fale, only accepting it with dignity,

American workers pooled their ener-
gies in a massive team effort to produce
the suppiies and weapons needed to win
the wur. Team spirit is an American
fundamental and the World War II film
to best deline that spirit was “They
Were Expendable™. Directed by John
Ford, this stirring filin told the story of a
group of men called upon to defend the
Phillipine fslands with a squadron of PT
baats, As the war progressed and it be-
came apparent that the islands would be
lost, the men became meore valiant. They
sailed out i their tiny boats to challenge
Imperial cruisers and, during these naval
encounters atl the boats and most of the
men were lost. Finally, the few survivors
were separated despite their efforts to
remain together  as a valiant team.

On the home front, American engin-
cers were perfecting the technologies of
the day to build better machines of war.
These machines, ships, planes and tanks

came the surrogate homes for Ameri-
pri  troops. In the film “Alr Force®
e bomber “Mary Ann™ became a legend
s it flew from Pacific island to island
nd withstood repealed enemy artacks,
er crew revered her and witlingly risked
heir lives to save her from certain de-
ktruction. Indeed she seemed indestruc-
table as the world around her (Wake
[lsland and the Phillipines) were falling to
the enemy. She was a symbol of superior
LAmerican technology — the technology
that would cventually tumm the tide of
Rhe war in [avor of the U.S.A.

Freedom is  perhups  the
American asset but one that is generally
gaken for granted. To educate the troops
0 the horrors of Nazi tyranny and Japan-
fse  conquests, muaster director  Frank
