portant part the sound techni-

cian plays in producing a big

program—>but if you could take
a trip through one of the large studios
you would agree that the sound effects
man has one of the croziest, and also
one of the most interesting, jobs in
radic.

The studio could bardly de witheut
him, for it iz he whe must create
moods which music alone cannot cap-
ture. It is the sound effects man, with
his bag of artificial tricks, who makes
radio sound true to life.

Let us take a trip through the
sound effects department of any large
radio studic,and see if we can recog-

nize some of the intricate and yet
commonplace paraphernalia.

You are probably thinking: “What
a mess!” And one cannot blame you;
for there in the corner is an old box
filled with broken glass; a worn hot-
water bottle; plates, knives, bricks,
balloons, and floursifters.

From this mass of debris the tech-
nician composes his symphonies in
sound. How does he go ahout it?

He has many stock sounds to draw
from. Every technician knows that a
realistic effect of fire may be had by
twisting a piece of cellophane. A
varied manipulation produces the
crackle of underbrush,

Paul Revere's famous midnight ride
can be duplicated with two coconut
shells, Add more coconut shells and
you have the Charge of the Light
Brigade. Press the shells in a box
of ordinary table salt and you will
almost believe that Washington is rid-
ing once again through the snow at
Valley Forge.

The breath-taking progyram,
“Light’s Qut” leans heavily on sound
effects, and breath-taking sound ef-
fects, at that. Those stabbings and

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amputations are accomplished, not
with human flesh, but with z knife
and a head of cabbage. Crashing a
cantaloupe is not unlike smashing a
skull, and a good rollicking, round
and tumble fight is all a matter of
hitting a sponge the right way.

The most useful object in the sound
department is a hasketball bladder,
filled with buckshot and inflated with
human ecarbon dioxide. From this
one plece of apparatus we get the
effects of ! traing, cannons, explesions,
steamboats, tornadoes, rain, thunder,
ferry boats and ship vibrations. 1t
all depends upon how you revolve,
strike or shake the shet in the blad-

der. Sometimes the biladders blow up b _

Peddle a sewing machine and you
have the effect of a lawhmower; re-
volve a lawnmower around the micro-
phone and you have a printing press.
Some day someone will turn on a
printing press in fromt of a micro-
phone and produce a good sound ef-
fect never before dreamed of.

These are just a few of the tricks
of the sound effects trade, but they
might give you some insight into
radio preduction. The next time you
are walking down the street and hear
a terrific crash, followed by breaking
glass and a series of hovrible screams,
and falling metal, think twice before
vou turn around. [t will probably be
a sound technician emptying his pock-
ets into the studio ash-bin.

Mot so very long ago, radio was one of the
maost influential of entertainment media, and it's
not surprising that, in addition to receiving some
of its inspiration from vaudeville, theatre and the
screen, it served 1o inspire a degree of creativity
in the motion picture industry,

Of course, it's true that many caomediang
such as Jimmy Durante, Red Skelton, Eddis
Cantor, Bob Hope, Abbott and Costello and a
score of others were big nameas on stage or in fikms
before they became headliners of top radio
network variety shows, Jeck Benny appeared as
a comedian in over 20 films, from HOLLYWOOD
REVUE {1929) to THE HORN BLOWS AT
MIDNIGHT {1946); but out of these, only two
dealt with the Benny listerners were familiar with
through regular Sunday visitst LOVE THY
NEIGHBOR (1940) with Frad Allen, and BUCK
BENNY RIDES AGAIN {1940} with Jack’s radio
cast.

Criginal radio comedy did find its way to
the screen eventually, Universal had W. C.
Fialgds under contract in 1929 when the Great
Man was having his extended fued with the Litile

Wooden Everyman, Charlis McCarthy, Edgar Bergen

and Martimer Snerd were also integrated into a
marvelous Fields-scripted vehicle, YOU CAN'T
CHEAT AN HONEST MAN, based in part on
one of Fields finest characterizations, POPPY,
and the radio-originated complications developed
on the Chass and Sandhorn Hour when Fields
and Bergen busied themselves before air time
“dirtying up the seript” with pencilled-in ad-libs.

Bergen and McCarthy appeared solo in
CHARLIE McCARTHY, DETECTIVE {1229)
hut found themselves in good company in an
all-radia romp of the early 40's, HERE WE GO
AGAIN, which featured a clique »f radio stars
stranded in a vacation lodge. Primarily g vehicle
far Marion and Jim Jordan as Fibber McGee and
Molly, the film also featured Gats Gordon, Bill
Thompson, Ray Noble and his Orchestra, and
Ha! Peary as Throckmorton P. Gitdersloeve.

One of radio’s most original comedy couples,
dating back to the fate 20, Fibber McGee and
Molly zppeared in four films between 1937 and
1944 the aforementioned HERE WE GO AGAIN.
THIS WAY PLEASE {1837}, LOOK WHQ'S
LAUGHING {1941, also featuring Bergen and
McCar v}, and HEAVENLY DAYS {1844},
all carafully constructed around the marvelous
warld so meticulously maintained on the air,
And MeGee's goad friead and neighbor, The
Grest Gilderslesve, broke into the movies at
RK Q. Hal Peary, the actor who created the roie
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DOCTOR CHRISTIAN was partrayed on radio
and on the motion picture screen by JEAN
HERSHOLT.

of top-flight radio comedians, the films were
frequently relegated to second feature positions;
but just as frequently made use of fine actors and
directors capable of turning out a polished, quality
product,

Universal turned out a fing series of films with
Lon Chaney, Jr. based on the famous radio program
IMNER SANCTUM. Each picture apened with a
disembaodied head welcoming us inta that famous
lair, which resermbled a rathen gplush library, and
introduced such titles as CALLING DR. DEATH
{1943), WIERD WOMAN {1944} or THE
FROZEN GHOST {1945}. Although Chanay
starred in each 80-minute drama, he never appeared
on the radio show,

Columhia barrowed CRIME DOCTOR from
CBS and turned out 10 movies based on the series,
Warner Baxter starred as Dr, Ordway, the amnesia
victim who became a leading eriminal psychoalo-
gist, later discovering that he was a gang leader
himself before losing his memoery. RKO developad
COCTOR CHRISTIAN into a prestigious six-
picture series starring Jean Hersholt,

One of radio’s most popular mysteries,
I LOVE A MYSTERY, has been fil med under that
title twice; first in 1945 in an adaptation of “The
Decapitation of Jeffersan Monk" with Jim Bannon

“The Great Gildersleeve™ -

as Jack Packard and Barton Yarborough {from
the radio cast) as Doc Long, In 1967, a tongue-
incheek television pilot was filmed starring Les
Crane, Jack Weston, David Hartman and lda
Lupino in a barely recognizablie version of “The
Thing that Cries in the Might™.

The most interesting of the rmystery adapta-
tions was the fiim series based on THE WHISTLER.
Richard Dix starred in all but one of the eight
pictures, which, like the radio show, presented
a different story with different characters each
time. In THE WHISTLER, Dix was a victim of
circumstance about to be killed: in POWER OF
THE WHISTLER he was a murderer; in THE
MYSTERIOUS INTRUDER he was a private eve;
alternating between villian and hero,

For lack of space, we'll have to pass up MR,
DISTRICT ATTORNEY, HENRY ALDRICH
{Paramount’s answer to Andy Hardy),
GANGBUSTERS, DRAGNET, and the comic-
strip heroes DICK TRACY, FLASH GORDON
and radio’s own LONE RANGER. But may we
sugaest, should any of the titles we've mentioned
catch your eye as you run over thé MEMORY
CLUB movie listings or thumb through your
TV GUIDE, make sure you watch. It's not often
that vou get a chance to enjoy the Golden Age
of Radio . . . on the screen.

In “’Leave It to Beaver' Barbara Billingsley
as June Cleaver could have given any mother a com
plex with her spodess attire and we!l-organized
hame,

Or did your mother wear capri slacks and
lock like Mary Tyler Moore? As Laura Petrie in

The farm wife was portrayed in the ““Lassie"
series, Jan Clayton, Cloris Leachman, and June
Lockhart each ptayed Lassie’s master’s mother
during the run of the show.

Mothers; however, are not always a TV family
necessity, Though thzre have been a few fatherless
shows including “The Ghost and ®Mrs, Muir”, and
"“Jul'a,”»there have been many more mothertess
ones,‘inecluding “Bonanza,' “Bachelar Father,”

“The Courtship of Eddie’s Father,'” “Gidget,”
“My Little Margie,” and "My Three Sons.”

But there will always be mothers on TV in
some shape or form, Ann Sothern proved that in

WE DON’T SEE THEM anymore. Our neighbor
hood theatres have given way to progress and Rave
all but vanished from the scene. Chicago had its
abundant share of these Saturday afternoen homes-
away-from-home, Grown-ups had their week-nights
and Sundays, whean the whole family often sharad
the enjoyment of a good movie, But Saturday after-
noons were special for the Kids. For a nickel we sawvy
a feature film, a short comedy (starring Charlie
Chase, Franklyn Pangborn and others), a nawsreel
and cartoon, Of course, there had to be an adventur
serial which ran for several weeks, We could be
there from early afternoon unti| almost supper
time and not see a scene twice, Every few weeks
came a special gift day, Each chilg attending the
Saturday matinee received a free candy bar or g
toy. When school was about 1o begin, there would
be rulers, tablets, pencils, and other school
suppiies,

There weren’t many adults at the show on a
Saturday afternoon, They probably couldn't
stand the noise that filled the theatre: the scream-
ing during an gxciting scene in an adventure seriai;
the loud laughter during the comedies. 1t was
good, clean fun then, and except far the natural
din of children, we were al[ pretty well behaved.
We had 1o be, or we'd find the manager or an
usher looking right at us, All it took was a spap
of the fingers, and the situation would be we!l'in
hand once more,

The picture changed three times a week. Sun-
day, Monday, and Tuesday, the top films were
shown and a Shirley Temple picture was a sure
bet for a lobby full of peopie lined up waiting
for the next showing. Tuesday and Wednesday
were the give-away nights for the adults. People
didn "t have much money 1o spend on entertain-
mentin the 1930s, but many a pretty set of
dishes was collected when each lady was given a
free dinner plate, or a CUp ar saucer at the theatre,
At least once during the evening, someons always
managed {to her embarrassment) to let & dish
drop to the floor — probabiy during a tender fove
scene between Clark Gable and Claudetie Colbert
or Myrna Loy. When that dish hit the floor the
whole audience applauded in good-natured humor.
{The dish was gladly replaced by the management.)

For 15 cents before 6:30 {or 25 cents after),
our folks saw some swel| movies, got away from
the house for a little while together, and wound up
with a nice set of dishes or glassware,

People didn 't drive to shows much, sither.
They walked; sormetimes holding hands, belisve it
or not, even the elderty couples. Friday and Satur-
day the bill changed to an adventure movie or a good
mystery or a cormnedy because of the Kids coming
in on Saturday,

Those were the small, local theatres; but
there also were larger ones, The beautiful South-
town is a good example, with its lovely marble
lobby, compiaete with fountains and ponds, with
beautiful live swans and flamingoes swimming
there,

It was a special treat to be able to attend a
grand theatre, like the Chicago in the loop, or the
Oriental, or the State-Lake. They had fabulous stage
shows with famous performers appearing, performing
10 the music of an in-person theatre band. The
thunderous sourd of their brass and cymbals was
real excitement. At the Chicage, there were up-
stairs theatre boxes, as in opera houses, with
individual upholstered chairs for each patron.

After climbing the huge, carpeted staircase, this
is the spot we chose.

For the most part, we attended the movie
houses right near home . . As today, there was pop-
corn, but it was not always sald in the lobby of
the theatre, There was a good chance that very
close by, perhaps next door, there was a tiny shop
complete with popcorn machines and a good
assortment of penny candy. For B cents we
bought a generous bag of popcorn; for 10 cents,
we could buy a large box of it. The delicious aroma
of that hot buttered popcorn floated clear down
the street on summer days, when the door to the
store was left open because of the heat, No air
conditioners then,

Some of the large downtown theatres are stil,
argund, but the times have changed things. An
X-Rated movie back then? Ng, thanks. Two or
three dollars to see one? No, thanks. Locking for
parking spaces for our cars? No, thanks. Perhaps
these present times will be the good old days
for the youngsters of today. But the good old
days of the 1930s weren’t so bad, gither, with
those small neighborhood theatres,

From Prim in Ninth

BROOKLYN, Aug. 17.—Claude
Pagscay, with a vital closing az-
sist from Ray Prim, guided the
Cubs back to the wvictory trail

He re-
tired Goody Rosen for the second
out, but Augie Galan smashed a
gouble off the right tield score-
board to send his two mates
sprinting home.

With the tyinz run on second,
Grimm called on his veteran
southpaw, Prim, to face the left
handed bitting Dixie Walker, who
already had collected two of the
seven hits Passeau allowed. Dixie
squibbed a twisling grounder off
the handle of his bat and Len
Merulla had 1o make a great
throw to nail him at first.

The play was closer than the

next second asg .Heinz Becker
stretched out to spear the throw.
It brought the Dodgers charging
from ilhe dugout in raging protest
at Umpire Tom Dunn's decision.
Manager Lippy Leo Durocher
gesticulated wildly, caps were
thrown to the ground and tram-
pled on ana Dunn finally even
had to be protected ny the police
from some of the hot-neaded Flal-
busgh fans.

Until that inning Passeau had
had the game under fairly good
control once he recovered irom
his early inning wildness. I was
his 14th victory against four losses
while Hal Gregg, who aliowed six
hits in going the distance for the
Dodgers, was losing his ninth
against 15 wvictories.

more—mayhe {wo.

Two would make his seazon’s
pay $30,000, which would put
him in the class of the late John
MeGraw, Joe McCarthy and
Biil Terry as among the highest
pald managers of all time.

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It hardly seems as though it was 40 years ago
this month that Artis Shaw formed his first band.

But it's true, and Artie is the subject of this month's

column.

Prior to forming his first greup, Shaw was a
well-paid sidernan who made many recording dates
for the likes of Red Morvo, Frankie Trumbauer,
Adrian Rellini, Mildred Bailey, Billie Holiday and
Wingy Mannone, While stili a sideman, Artie was
approached and asked to put a small group
together for a concert to be held at the Imperial
Theatre in New York as a benefit for the [ccal
musician’s union, Artie played at the concert with
a group that had a rather unorthodox instrurmenta-
tion  two violins, viola, celin, clarinet, and a
rivthim sectian. It was this groun who stopred
the show with an arrangement of a Shaw tune,
Interlude In B Flat, As a matter of fact, the
respanse was so yreat that Artie had to regeat
the piece as an encare, as he had no encore
prepared,

Following the concert, Artie was approached
bv a booking agency with the offer to form his
own band, At first Shaw hesitated, but later
accepted, The instrumentation was still
unorthodex, but slightly different: clarinet, one
trumpet, one trombone, one teior sax, strings,
ard a rhythm section, The band made its debut
at the Silver Grill of the Hotel Lexington in New
York. Recordings for Brunswick followed, billed
as "Art Shaw and his Orchestra.” “Art Shaw'™
was the way Artie originallv spelled his name in
the music business (his real name is Arthur
Arshawsky), but this was later changed by
RCA Victor executives who claimed that “Art
Shaw'’ sounded too much like someone sheezing!
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The band should have become papular, but
it didn’t, The reason was because of the sudden
rise to fame of other clarinetist, Benny Goodman,
whose band was totally different from Shaw's,
After an unsuccessful engagemernt at the
Meadowhraok in early 1937 {few bands who aver
played at the Meadowbrook had unsuccessiul
engagements}, Shaw junked this band in favor
of ane modeled after Goodman's. The band
still recorded for Brunswick, although it was
now billed as "Art Shaw and his New Music.™
For this band Artie assembled some of the berter
musicians of the day (M should be noted that
Artie always had excellent musicians working
for him: Bernie Provon, Billy Butterfield, Roy

This band, ton, didn’"t make it — or at least
not until July 24, 1938, when Artie bagan his
recording contract for RCA Victor {and began
heing bitled as Artie Shaw, although some of the
early releases from this session were labeled
“Art Shaw''). For his first selection on this firss
session, Artie had selected a Cole Porter tune
arranged by Jerry Gray — Begin The Beguine.

The tune was released three waeks later, and—well,

you should know the rest.

With the sudden success of the band, more
was demanded of Artie—more recadings,
ramote broadcasts from the Hotel Linco'n or
the Hotel Pa:insyvania, a weekly radio shw

tar Old Go'ld cigarettes, more personal appearances.

Artie held up under the strain {although he did
coliapse twice) until November, 1839, when he
left the hand and headed to Mexico.

Shaw returned to this country early in 1940 and

headed to the west coast to form a recording band

for Victor, While in Mexica, Artie had heard a tune

that intrigued him—Frenesi, He must have liked
it a fot, for it was the first tune ke recorded in
1940 for Viclor, atong with several arrangements
by Lennie Hayton, Frenesi was released shortly,
and Artie had another hit on his hands.

Artie kept this band together for about twa
vears (it played weekly on the Burns and Alien
Fadio Show for a time), at which time he
entered the Navy, determined to be a mine
sweeper an a ship. The Navy thought otherwise,
and Artie was put in charge of the U5, Navy

pand, The band toured the South Pacifie, whera
it et thousands of music-hungry G.ls. Artie
remained with the band for two years, until he
was discharged on February 273, 1944, (Sam
Donahue took over as leader and the band then
toured Europe. On gne nceasion the Mavy band
har a “battle of the bands™ with the Army Air
Corps Band of Major Glenn Miller, But that's
another story!)

Artie continued in the band business untit
19564, when, fod uo with too mMany requests for
Regin The Beguine, Star Dust, Freresi and many
other Shaw hits, Artie left the band business

During the yeams since, Artie has sworn nover
1o pick up the clarinet again, And he has kept
his promise, although he did lead a band in 1968
that recorded many of his old arrangemeants. Since
then, Artie has not been active musicatly. He
still says he doesn 't want to play the clarinet and
will never tauch it again.

Angel Food Cake

Scparate whites of 11 chilled eggs and place in large bowl.

Beat until dry and ragged. Mix 134 cups of granulated cane

sugar in 34 cup of cold water and allow to heat over slow fire.

Add three level teaspoons of eream of tartar to half pint of
. soft winter wheat flour and sift four times. Bring sugar and

water to boil. As a test, dip common clay pipe into syrup
and blow through stem as though making bubbles. When
syrup forms bubble, it is ready to mix. Pour SYrup over egg
whites and beat constantly until cold. Add flour mixture and
fold in gently with egg beater. Drop mixture into ungreased
cake pan. Place in cold oven and bake over slow fire for first
30 minutes, When cake reaches maximum height in another
