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Ethel’s “Family O

The fact that Washingten did or did
not sleep at 'Witchstone,’ " points out
Peg Lynch, originator, writer and star
0f the popular NBC-TV series, Ethel
And Albert, "had nothing whatsoever to
do with our buying it. No, it was sim-
ply that two years ago, when we were
house hunting, my husband, Odd, and
| were merely looking for a place that
logked like home-and when we found
"Witchstone' it looked iike home. That
s, it looked like home to me. At first
glance, it looked to Odd just fike an old
red house with a peculiar ski-jump
type of roof,..surrcunded with an acre
of rocky ground that would present
terrific land-scaping problems, to say
nothing of mowing problems. In fact,
I'm not sure Odd ever really saw the
house for what it really was untii after
he moved in -he was so engrossed
with the rocks... which | never really
saw until after ! had stumbled over the
first dozen."

Be that as it may, it is now quite
safe 10 say that both Peg and her hus-
band are blissfully happy with their
new-old home...one of the few houses
of Early Eighteenth Century vintage in
that neighborhood in which
Washington never slept...to which, as
far as anybody ean make out, he never
even came to tea.

In very much the same way "Ethe!l"
would maneuver a guest around her
frome, Peg enthusiastically conducts
her own grand tour-starting in the
most logical spot, the front door,
which she pats fondly and beams, "1
always wanted a house with a Dutch

door. ..it was one of the things that
sold me on the house even before 1
saw the fnside."

Once inside that Duich door, two
centuries suddenly evaporate and you
realize what Washington missed. A
center fireplace-three sides of which
are open, and usable-is the focal point
and acts as the divider between the
living room, dining rocm and den. This
is the first floor of the original build-
ing; the floors, walis and most of the
black walnut beams are those which
were installed by soms craftsman back
in 1728. "The house is |istad as having
been built in the early 1730's," Peg
explains, "but when we were repairing
the fireplace we uncovered a corner-
stone marked '1728." Not that, at this
slage, a few years make any differ-
ence...except that | get a bang out of
thinking we're probably the only peo-
ple in the last hundred years or so to
know the exact year the house was
built."

To the feft of the fireplace is the
¢ozy living room. "Moving from a
small New York apartment to an ight-
room house presents quite a problem
in furnishings-particularly when your
apartment was quite modern, and your
new home quite Early American. There
was nothing to do but start from
scratch. In the interest of not putting
us in debt for the rest of qur natural
lives, we bought reproductions rather
than authentic Early American furni-
ture. In fact, there are only one or two
really authentic pieces in the entire
house. Some day, | hope to have
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more, but right now I'm quite content
to be furnished without being broke. i
think you'll find the only thing in this
section of the house that is out-of-
character-besides electricity and chil-
dren's up-to-date toys-is the TV set.
Under the circumstances, | think
theoriginal owners, the Ferrises, wiil
forgive the intrusion of science."

To the light of the living room, and
in front of the fireplace, is the dining
room with its rag rugs, ladder-back
chairs and oval dining table. Built into
one wall is a lovely china cabinet filled
with blue and white English woodland-
scene china, Blue and white drapes at
the French doors (leading to a rear
porch) and blue and white plates
arranged on the stark white walls add
color to the room. In another wall is a
Dutch-door glass cabinet and bar.
“This was the original staircase to the
second floor. When the wing was
added, this sharp and steep staircase
was shut off and a less precipitous one
put in off the rear of the living room.
Odd turned the old stairwell into the
cabinet and installed soft indirect light-
ing in both the glass and china cabi-
nets. We think the lighting in two oth-
erwise fafrly dark corners is quite
effective.

"And don’t you just love the biack
antiqued wrought-iron door hinges
against the white walls and woodwork
throughout the house? Odd did
that, tog.

‘Believe it or not, | didn't really
marry Odd because he was so handy
around the house...in fact, | didn’t
know about these talents of his until
we moved out here. The apartment we
had in Gramercy Park gave him very

Iittle opportunity to display his ham-
mer-and-chisel dexterity. And the fact
that he's a mechanical and chemical
engineer doesn't necessarily guar-
antee that he's a whiz with a bucket of
white paint, Certainly, the one potted
geranium which bedecked our New
York flat never aroused any suspicions
as to the very active green thumb he
possesses-although | suppose | should
have guessed it, since Odd Ronning
was born and raised in Norway...and,
as everybody knows, Norwegians as a
whole love the great outdocrs and
everything connected with it. Now that
the inside of the house is finished, just
let the sun even pretend to shine and
0Odd is outside like a flash working on
the lawn, preparing new flower or
vegetable garden, trimming trees...
doing just about anything required to
keep an acre of ground looking
well-manicured.

‘Besides that, he's got the disposi-
tion of an angel-is a wonderful influ-
ence on me when | get tense over

E——E—— ..,

some show problem. Television pres-
ents many problems for Ethel And
Aibert that were never in evidence when
the program was on radio. Try as | do
to keep my business problems separate
from our family life, every cnce in a
while | get tied up in a mental knot, and
it takes Odd’s even disposition and
common sense to straighten me out.
To think | almost missed the boat with
Odd-actuaily did miss the boat-well,
there | go inte another knat!"

And miss Odd's boat is exactly what
Peg did. You see, Odd and Peggy are
third cousins who had never met until
19486, when Odd came to the United
States to take some additional engi-
neering courses at Syracuse University.
Norwegian relatives had written Peg,
telling her on what boat -and when-0dd
would arrive. But, somewhere along the
line, information went awry and, when
Peg arrived at the pier, the boat had
long since docked and dis- persed al!
passengers. So, it wasn't until the next
school vacation period that Odd put in

an appearance at a family dinner. In
the course cf the next few years, a
family obligation turned from friend-
ship to love and, on August 12, 1948,
they were married at the famous Little
Church Around The

Corner in New York.

'"The combination of my radio com-
mitments and the fact that Odd had to
return to Norway to fulfili some per-
sonal obligations,” continues Peggy,
‘postponed our hongymaoon until the
following summer, when we went 10
Norway-by way London and Brussels-
to visit our mutual relatives, none of
whom | knew. It was a trip | shall
never forget! It was focd | shall never
forget! People always ask me about
Norweagian food.. .that is, what the
average Norwegian family eats. Having
spent a full summer in Norway, | still
can't answer that question. No matter
where we went, there seemed to be
multitudes of the Ronning clan with
but one thought in mind...feed the
couple.
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"But, alt joking aside, the trip and the
people were wonderful. And, if | never
have any other Ethel And Albert fans-
heaven forbid- | have a solid block in
Norway. Naturally, they can't see or
hear the show. But, at their request,
when the show returned to the air, |
sent them a couple of scripts-now |
have to send them all. Which pieases
me, because it indicates that I'm
accomplishing what | set cut to do
. Write a show that had universal ap-
peal...real meaning, regardless of na-
tionality or walk-of-life."

Itis in the peace and quiet of
"Witchstone™a name derived from the
flat stone covering over the chimney,
which was supposed to keep witches
away-that Peggy writes her Ethel And
Albert scripts...reading the final drafts
to Cdd for his opinians and sugges-
tions. "On the second floor of the origi-
nal house," continues Peg, "are two
bedrooms and a bath and-tucked away
in the wing which was added some-
where along the line-is a little L-shaped
reom which | use as my study and
writing roem. What a blessed refief it is
to be able to work at home and yet not
feel I'm disturhing the family! In a
three-room apartment in New York, this
was quite a trick- especially after June
18, 1951, when Elise Astrid joined the
family. It was at this point that Odd and
| seriously set about finding the home
we had always talked about...the home
that wouid fulfill our needs and provide
the proper setting for the raising of our
daughter. The comparative safety of the
country s a great comfort to a mother
who cannot always be home to watch
over her chiid. | say 'comparative safe-

a toss-up. For instance, is a skinned
knee from a city street really any worse’
than a swollen eyelid from a country
spider? Well, at least there’s no traffic
problem! :

‘One other thing that | wanted in my
home was a modern, roomy kitchen
one that was as far away from an apart-
ment kitchenette as a bed of geraniums
is from a potted plant. Once again,
'Witchstone” answered my prayer-the
kitchen is a dream. In fact, it's a sore
temptation when | know | should be
pounding a typewriter, 'It's roomy, light
and airy, and has a stove that defies
error. {t's such a cheery room that |
don’t even mind dish-washing. To boot,
it's right off the screened-in back porch
where we al! live during the summer
months, and when I'm in the kitchen |
can still take part in what's going on
with the rest of the family. You know,
I've often thought that the reason so
many women resent their kitchens ig
because the kitchens are usualy tucked
away in a remote corner far from the
center of family activity. Not so in my
house. The kitchen is located in such a
way that the only room you can't see
from it is the first-floor bedroom.

‘In fact, one of the most charming
features of the house is that, no matter
where you are on the first floor of the
original structure, you're realiy always
in the same room...the chimney merely
acting as a divider without actually clos-
ing off the rooms. In some subtle way,
it makes for a feeling of oneness-of
always being together. And perhaps,
without realizing it, that's why | thought
"Witchstone’ locked like home.

Two wonderful people--
Peg Lynch and Alan Bunce,
who are happily married-
but not to each other !

ALAN BUNCE, who co-stars in Ethel

and Albert, was at homae in his built-in-
1750 clapboard house when one of

his sons got tangled in a crazy phone
call. “What's it all about?' Pop asked.
"They want Peg-Peg Bunce," number two
son reported. 'They insist there is

a Peg Bunce hera."

Alan grinned. After eleven years, he
is used 1o it. So is Peg Lynch, who is the
other half of the Ethel And Albert team.
Very often, people insist-tc Peg’s and
Alan’s faces-that they must be married.
The reason is simple and flattering:
Their domestic skirmishes on TV look
as though they're really being played for
keeps. Peq and Alan know what they are
about, for both are very much married-
but not to each other .

The second guestion that always
comes up is this: Are Peg and Alan in
private life anything iike what they
appear to be on the show? Well ...

TV's Albert Arbuckle is inglined to be
a little boastful-Alan Bunce is self-effac-
ing. Albert Arbuckle bumbles quite a bit-
Alan gets to the point rather quickly. And
Alan Bunce himself, for afl of his first-

rate TV clowning, is quite serious. He
was president of the New York chapter
of AFI'RA for two terms and

then president of the whole national
organization for another two terms. This
is rot an office given a man who is friv-
olous.

And Peg Lynch?

"Well, I'll tell you,” Alan says. "Peg's got
a great sense of humor. That's obvigus
from her performance and the kind of
script she turns out-but she hardly ever
laughs at my jokes."

Peg may not laugh at a joke, but
sometimes that's flattering: The better
the joke, the busier Peg is analyzing it.
She's got a big, weli-oiled, powerful
brain, and she's got into the habit of
using it. She's a hard-working gal. She
owns the show, writes the show, and
acts one of the leads. Doing three jobs-
plus being a mother-kesps her so busy
that, unlike Ethel Arbuckle, Peg seldom
has time for a nice, friendly spat with
her real hushand.

Peg Lynch was barn in Nebraska,
raised by her mother and grandparents
in Rochester, Minnesota, and educated
at the University of Minnesota. She
majored in English and drama, 50 she
went to work at a small radio station as
a writer-announcer. In general, life was
beautiful, and Peg managed to seil her
show to ABC shortly after she arrived in
New York, in 1944, and has since made

“
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the transition to TV. Today she has a
four-year-oid daughter named Lise, an
antique house built around 1728-and
the handsomest husband in New York
City (and it's a big city).

Alan Bunce was born in Westfigid,
New Jersey. His mother died when
Alan was in grammar school, and he
was raised by an aunt. No one in his
family was in the theater and he had
no secret ambition to act. Out of high
school, he went to work in the Gotton
Exchange. He quit that job to sell
candy. The next step, combining both
experiences, might have been to sell
cotton candy-but Alan, illogically, be-

came an actor. Today, he has three
children, an antique house that was
headquarters for General Isragl
Putnam-and the loveliest wife in New
England {and New England has a lot of
people, too).

Alan originally got into theater work
rather casually. While he, was trying to
sell $500 worth of calories a week, a
friend got him into a little-theater
group. When he was offered a two-line
part in a Broadway show, he stopped
selling candy. Then gne of the leads
quit the show and Alan got the part.
"My family thought | was foolish to
fool around the theater," he recalls.



“They figured I'd have a fling, then
settle down and do something sensible
again. Actually, the theater kind of
reached out and embraced me."

Peopie in the theater took to Alan
easily. Even his wife-to-be, Ruth
Nugent, was practically thrust upon
him by her father, J.C. Nugent, the
actor and playwright.

"After my first summer in stock,"
Alan says, "l came back to New York
to look up my only contact, Augustin
Duncan, who was directing a play at
the Belmont Theater. | went over to the
theater and saw that the cast starred
the Nugents-J.G., Elliott and Ruth.
There was a rather stocky man in the
doorway and he bellowed, "What do
you want?’ | got scared and mumbled
my reasen for being there, and just
then this auburn beauty comes to the
doar and the man says, "You take my
daughfer to lunch, young man, and
when you come back you can get to
see Mr. Duncan.” "

That was how Alan met his future
wifg. She was cast as an ingenue that
season angd played her part so simply
and beautifully that, for ten years, crit-
ics continued tc compare every new
ingenue with Ruth.

"She was so beautiful I'd just melt
looking at her," Alan says. "It was a
couple of years hefore we married, and
by that time | was completely molten."

The marriage to Ruth also sealed
Alan’s marriage to show business. He
has since played in many gutstanding
Broadway shows, including "Valley
Forge," Howard Lindsay's "Tommy ,"
and the Grace George vehicle, "Kind
Lady." He has, in his twenty years of
theatrical experience, toured the coun-

try dozens of times and played a half-
dozen foreign countries. He has well
over ten thousand radio and TV pro-
grams to his credit. During the past
spring, he starred in Pond’s Theater,
Kraft Television Theater, The Elgin Hour
and Studio One.

Whan he first met Peg Lynch, how-
ever, he was engaged in a six-year run
as Young Dr. Malone, in person. ‘I
fluffed my first audition for the role of
Albert," he recalls. "l played the part for
gags. But [ was so enthusiastic about
the script that Peg gave me another
chance.”

Peg had "arrived" by that time, and
was on the ABC network fifteen minutes
every weekday morning. She hadn't
originally intended to play the part of
Ethel harself, but it had been the con-
clusion of the program’s director, Bob
Cotton-after auditioning a few dozen
actresses-that Peg was best for the
role. When they subsequently lost their
first Albert-Richard Widmark-to
Hollywood, they auditioned a new crop
of actors,

That was when Alan Bunce appeared
on the scene, just eleven years ago, It
was about that time that Alan became
active in AFTRA, and he asked Peg's
help in writing speeches. 'To keep the
facts straight, however," he says, "let's
remember that | had another critic, too-
my wife Ruth."

Lise, at four, looks like Odd, acts like
Peg. has a brightness all her own.
"We're not rushing her,” says Pag.
*She’s rushing ust”

Albert at home: At the piane, left to

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About eight or nine years ago, 8ob
Cotton and Alan noticed that Peg fre-
quently absented herself without rea-
son from their usual long daily chats.
On August 12, 1948, they were invited
to the Little Church Argund The Corner
for the explanation. That was the day
Peg married Odd Knut Ronning.

Odd, a Norwegian, had been study-
ing engineering at Syracuse University.
He had looked up Peg and her mother
because he was a distant cousin. Qdd
feil in love with Peg. Peg feli in love
with 0dd, too, because she wasn't
¢razy. 0dd is very blond, very hand-
some and very, very nice.

Today, the Ronnings and Bunces
live within five miles of each other at
stamford, Connecticut. Peg’s house,
more than two hundred years old, has
thick black-walnut walls which are s¢
hard you have to drill to get a nail in.
In the center of the house there is a
six-foot, square fireplace which faces
into three rooms. The foundation con-
sists of six bouiders, each the size of a
Cadillac convertible. Alan's home,
though not as old as Peg's, has con-
siderable histerical significance, for
General Jsrael Putnam used it as field
headquarters during the American
Revolution. Today its occupants are all
civifians: Alan and Ruth Bunce, their
two sons, Alan Nugent (Lanny) and
John Ellictt, who are Yale students-and
Virginia, their fifteen-year-old daughter.

"The hoys are bright and husky,"
Alan says; " Jiil-that's Virginia's mick-
name-is a lovely girl. The way she
takes to people kind of reminds me of
Peg. The other day, we drove a pack-
age over to a neighbor and the neigh-
bor wasn't home. Jill carried the pack-

age up to the door and, instead of just
leaving it with the maid and running
back to the car, Jilt took her time. She
chatted with the maid for a minute and
you could see her warmth. It's in her
manner. She enjoys people and likes to
make friends."

When the Bunces bunch together,
they look like a brush fire. All have red
hair. Ruth is blue-eyed, with a trim fig-
ure. Now that the children are grown,
she gives much of her time to commu-
nity projects. She has been president
of an arganization which calls itself
"Arts for Youth." The organization sup-
plements pubiic school programs with
concerts, lectures, art exhibits, plays,
etc. Another thing that keeps her step-
ping is Genera! Putnam’s old head-
quarters--which, incidentally, is now a
fourteen-room house with two maids’
rooms, the latter permanently unoccu-
pied.

"The children are just as proud of
Ruth as | am," Alan says.

The Bunces function smoothly as a
family. A few summers back, they all
took off on a six-week, ten-thousand-
mile tour in the station wagon. Of
course, there was no summer vacation
this year, because of the show. For
relaxation, Alan’s chief hobby is car-
pentry. He has a fine shop which he
made himself. He does practical
things, such as building porches or
putting windows in the bam. He also
takes care of the Bunces’ big German
shepherd dog.

Peg and Odd have no dog. Odd, you
see, takes his gardening serioushy and
wants no digging-type creatures in his
flower beds. His flowars are beauties
and fill him with joy, but life is still no
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bed of roses. During World War |1,
Odd fought in the underground move-
ment against the Nazis. Now, a family
of moles is leading an un- derground
battle on his Bowers.

"You're sitting on the porch," Odd
says, "angd suddenly you see a Bower
kind of tremble, shake and then vio-
lently disappear. We run for the mole
trap and apply it-but we haven’t caught
a mole yet."

Odd is a consultant engineer for a
Massachusetts firm. He travels quite a
hit, and Peg's in New York most of the
time, but the house is never empty.
Peg’s mother lives there and-together
with Peg’s aunt, Mrs. Helen Renning-
takes care of Lise when Peg is
working.

‘I, don't like working in the city,"
Peg says. "But, if I'm home and Lise
calls for me, | can’t refuse her, | may
have a dead-line to meet, when Lise
knocks on the door and says,
‘Mommie, | forget to kiss you good
morning.” Well, you can't turn a child
down-and so we wind up playing hap-
pily for half an hour."

Lise is quite advanced for a lady
who was four just this past June. She
can handle a typewriter well enough to
turn out fifty diiterent words. "it was all
her idea to learn to read and write,"
Peg explains hastily. "We're not rush-
ing her. She’s rushing us!”

Lise is petite and pretty. In a general
way, she rather resembles her father's
side, but her interests are similar to
Peg’s. She recently asked Aunt Helen if
sha please take some dictation. And
Lise dictated a script.

"We used a little girl in one of our
shows and | made the mistake of

telling Lise about her," Peg tells. "Well, {
couldn’t have expected it, but Lise cried
because we hadn't cast her, | explained
that she wasn't old enough and, for the
next few days, she was so good. | sup-
pose she was trying to show how old
she really was "

Picturas of Lise cover one entire wall
of Peg's New York bedroom. This
apartment is the same one she otcu-
pied when she arrived in the city 1t is a
handsomely set-up place in an old
brownstone on a very quiet park. The
living room is big and comfortable,
with a fireplace and huge windows, but
it is here that Peg’s secretary, Maggi
McAllister, works. Peq pre-
fers the small bedroom.

Her working hours are punishing.
When she has writing to do, she may
get up as early as three A.M. She has
coffeg and hot bouillon, and keeps
working steadily until Maggi arrives
around ten.

Peg’s standards are set high, as is
obvious from the quality of her show.
She is quite serious about every detail
and yet, in spite of her business-like
approach, she has one of the most
genial organizations in the business.
As Walter Hart, her producer and direc-
tor, says, "We've never had people work
with us who weren't nice as wefl as tal-
ented.”

Walter Hart and Alan Bunce are the
only men permanently associated with
the show. Walter's associate producer
is Toby Sutton, wife of an actor and
mather of a one-year-old. All, howsever,
are enamored of Peg for her kindnegs
and humanistic attitudes. And the show
is samething they are all proud of.

Pride in Ethet & Albert-along with a
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proprietary interest--seems to extend
to all of Peg’s fans. They have played a
mast important role in her career. If
you arg ong of them, you know if you
write Pag Lynch a letter, you get an
answer from Peg Lynch. If you answer
that letter, you get another letter from
Peg. She has corresponded with some
men and women for years.

When Peg meets one of her corre-
spondents in person, they usually test
her. "I'm Mrs. Adams," a lady wiil
announce. "Which Mrs. Adams?"

"0f Spring Valley." "Of course, you have
a boy in the Navy." Peg has a list of
friends that totals around five thou-
sand. The entire five thousand have
not yet tested her memary but, so far,
she has demonstrated phenomenal
feats of recall when called upon to
identify the hands which have written
the letters.

Peg’s fans are not anly loyal but, at

timas, better informed on her status
than Peg herseif. A few years back,
when she was on natwork radio, she
was. told in late spring that her con-
tract wouldn't be renewed. She had
planned a month's vacation in Norway
and, under the circumstances, decided
gxtend it. Her fans, in the meantime,
began | to harass the network and
wera soon getting letters from the net-
wark president that read, in part, "You
may rest assured that Ethel And Albert
will return in the fall." The fans sent the
letters on to Peg at her home address,
and the letters were forwarded to
Europe--and that was how Peg first
learned she would have a new con-
tract.

That happened during the first year
of her marriage: *I remember calting
0dd from the studio when | was fired.
! remember how it afl happened. The
woman in charge of not renewing con-
tracts came up to me and said, 'Peg,
I've got something to tell you. Your
contract isn't being renewed.’ she
waited and then said, "Don’t you want
to say something? "So i asked,
‘What's there to say? | My contract
isn't being renewed. That's all.” So she
said, 'Come into my office and talk.’
"Talk about what?’ She said, 'Talk
about your contract not being re-
newed." So | said, 'We've already
talked about it.’ She said, "You know
we don't want 1o lose you.' So | said"
‘Lose me? | You just canceled the
show. She said, That's what | want to
talk to you abaut. We may want you
back.’ So | said, "Well, I'm geing to
Norway, but 1"l leave my address so
you know where to find me.’ For by
that time, it occurred to me that |



would not have a mere month for my
vacation but two or three, s0 | phoned
Odd and told him what had happened
and told him | was taking a taxi home.
When | got 1o the apartment, he was in
mourning. But | told him, ''m happy
about it.” He said, "You can't be. Last
night, vou were crying because you lost
a safety pin- and today you don't care
about losing a show, It

certainly is true that men don't under-

"Adore" is not a word to be used
indiscriminately, but it would be fairly
accurate to say that Peg adores Odd.
And why not? Odd is pleasantly roman-
tic- when they were separated by visas
and sovetreign governments, he hatd
the florist deliver a rose a day to Peg.
When he loses his temper, he always
blames it on something he did. He is
always cheerful. He is charming and
gracious and good company. Like a
Viking, he thinks nothing of driving a
hundred and fifty miles from
Massachusatts to New York to have
dinner with Peg-then, at midnight, drive
back to Stamford because he has
promised daughter Lise that he will be
at breakfast in the morning. He's a
geod husband, but has given few ideas
to the video series.

"Really,” says Alan Bunce, bouncing
back in, "you have no idea where Peg
gets her stories except out of her own
head. Sometimes we can give her an
incident. You never know what she will
pick up. Once she did a script on an
eccentricity of mine: | like to finish a
flight of steps on my left foot and will
skip a step to do it. Other times, you
think you have something terrific for
her. | went up to her the other day and

said, 'Peg, something very funny hap-
pened at our house this past week. My
aunt was visiting and she came down
to breakfast wearing-' Peg interrupted
me. She said, "Stop! You | gave me an
idea. Now let me think it out.” Actually,
| haven't even’ begun to tell the story!”
The people in Ethel And Albert, and the
situations, and the acting and direc-
tion, are so simple and real that they
are disarming. The aim is for laughs.
But even so, it would seem that there
is a serious thought behind every
chapter.

A recent story whirled around the
competition between Ethel and Albert
as Ethel checked the accuracy of each
others memory. The more seripus they
became, the funnier the show. But
right at the climax, as Albert was about
to ax Ethel’s ego, he realized how
unimportant it was. He suddenly felt
monstrous.

"It's like that with most big argu-
ments in marriage," Peg observes. “If
the couple could remember what -
they're fighting about, it would seem
awfully silly "

But, anyway, Ethel And Albert isn’t a
show with a message. It's like a weekly
boxing event between the same fight-
ers, or a series of battles within a war.
The series reflects the classic domestic
conflict, two people with minds of their
own and motors running at different
speeds, who, in spite of it all, iove
each other- and who, if they could,
would smother each other with happi-
ness. That's what gives the show its
blood, its warmth and laughs.

Ellery Queen’s Adventures in Radio Review

Martin Grams Jr, has gained the repu-
tation of being somewhat of a research
dynamo. Rarely will you speak to
Martin when he's not engrossed in
researching a particular show for an
article, a book, or simply for the sake
of knowing more about it. He’s gotten
the reputaticn of being one of the
most productive OTR scholars today.

Far his latest beok, The Sound of
Detection: Ellery Queen’s Adventures
in Radio, Martin teamed up with
Francis M. Nevins. Francis is an
accomplished mystery writer himself,
and has also written non-fiction books
on the subjects of Comell Waoalrich,
Hopalong Cassidy, and (ironically
enough} Ellery Queen. Cbvigusly, this
multiple Edgar award winner (Francis)
and this Ray Stanich Award winner
(Martin) make for a fine teaming for
the authorship of this book.

Nevins tackles what he knows best.
The history of Gueen in print, radio
and film. He left the task of creating a
thorough and comprehensive log of
the show's nine-year run to Grams, a
task that he cbvigusly tackled with
great gusto. The log is one of the most
comprehensive and informative logs
that have been published yet, and the
introduction to the show and it's
authers reads in a breazy, information-
al manner. It's a treat from start to
finish, and this comes from a person
who has never heard the Quseen show
or read one of the books.

To further flesh out the impact of the

show we're treated to additional
essays by Anthony Boucher and
William Nadel. We get short biogra-
phies of each guest of the show, and
as a special treat, a forward written by
the late Larry Bobkin, a man who
played Queen on radio for a short time
{in addition to other roles on radio
which must number over a thousand).
tf you're a fan of the Queen novels or
are interested in the radio program,
The Sound Of Datection is well worth
having. The amount of research and
knowledge on the part of the authors
shines through in every page. It is well
up to the standard that has been
created by Nevins and Grams.

DID JUSTIGE TRIUMPH?

Are "the bad guys" supposed to escape
the punishment they deserve? The
answer is obvious, and during the first
seven months of 1947 the Mutual
radio network presented an interesting
anthology of crime dramas drawn
from the fictional accounts found in
Trug Justice Storfes, a Sunday supple-
ment to the New York Sunday News, a
major East Coast tabloid. During the
summer of 1947 the program was
heard on Monday nights at 10:00.
ELLERY QUEEN

The Adventures of Ellery Queen was
definitely a thinking person’s detective
program. Each week you, the listening
audience and a panel of celebrity
guests, were challenged to arrive at a
soiution to the case before Eery put
all of the clues in proper order and
ended the guessing for one and all.
This "annchair detective” approach was
quite popular on radio from June of
1939 down to 1948. Over the years, at
least four different actors were cast in
the title role, and the program was
afred over CBS, NBC and ABG, in that
order. Eflery Queen, a deductive
genius, and a suave modern-day
Sherlock Helmes, was always assisted
by /nspector Quesn (his father); Avkks
Porter (his secretary) and Sgr Velie of
the local police department.

ENO CRIME CLUES

Twice a week, at 8:00, on Tuesdays
and Wednesdays in 1933, listeners
could turn their radio dials to their
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local Blue Network station and listen to
the Eno Crime Clues. This early mys-
tery drama had an interesting format;
two interconnected 30-minute dramas,
similar to our mini-series of today’s
teievision programs. The show, spon-
sored by Eno "Effervescent” salts, fea-
tured stories about Spencer Dean,
(The Manhunter). The stories, primitive
by later standards, told of locked
rooms and terrible events. The listen-
ing audience was challengad to match
wits with The Manhunter as he fol-
lowed a train of clues laced throughout
the script.

EXPLORING TOMORROW
Science fiction is the most imaginative
of all drama, and radio being the "the-
ater of the mind" was an effective way
to present this genre. One of the lesser
known, short run science fiction pro-
grams was Exploring Tomorraw, heard
on the Mutual network on Wednesday
at 8:05 in a 25 minute format for six
months, between 12/04/57- 6/13/58.
A New York radio cast headed by
Mandel Kramer, Lawson Zerbe, and
Lon Clark worked weil under the direc-
tion of Sanford Marshall.

DANGER WITH GRANGER
Private detectives on radio operated
from various formats. The story line of
Danger With Granger, was to have our
hero, Steve Granger, re-create for you
‘one of his most interesting cases. "
This lightweight crime drama was
heard over the Mutual radio network
on Monday nignts at 8:30 during the
1956-1957 season (from 7/23/56 to
2/25/57). In the stories, Granger,
played by Michael Dunne, was a hard-
boiled private investigator who operat-
ed in New York without a fashionable

office. L£ Mike Harding of Homicide
and his old buddy Car Hendricks always
provided neaded help and support.
DARK VENTURE

Dark impulses of the minds of men and
women lead them into the unknown.
Dark Venturg was a well-crafted anthol-
ogy of radio mystery dramas, created
by Larry Marcus. The program, a psy-
chological thriller, produced by J.
Donald Wilson, was heard on ABG for
two short seasons, between 2/19/46
and 2/10/47. Good solid radio actors
like Garl Harburg, Lou Merrill, Betty
Moran and Dwight Hauser appeared in
these dramas.

DEADLINE MYSTERY

Summer replacement or pilot radio pro-
grams seldom iasted on the air past the
Labor Day weekend. Deadiine Mystery
starring Steve Dunne, was one of those
many casualties in 1947. The program,
sponsored by the Knox Company, was
heard briefly on Sunday afternoons at
2:00. The central character in the series
was Lucky Larson (played by Mr. Dunne
), ayoung reporter who writes about a
new crime wave in Post- Worid War |
America. Several cases reported
involved the efforts of organized crime
to control the tousing industry .
DEVIL AND MR. D

Between 1936 and 1943, Arch Obgler,
master of the macabre, brought to radio
an interesting thriller entitled Lights
Qut. This program was an anthology of
suspense and horror stories prepared
for radio-"the theater of the mind." After
the series ended in the fall of 1943, sev-
eral attempts were made at revival.
Later, between 1949-1953 Lights Qut
was a popular TV program. [n 1970-

great radio mystery to a new genera-
tion of listeners under the title of 7#e
Devil and Mr_0. A complete run of 26
programs resulted, many drawn direct-
ly from oid scripts used originally in
the Lights Out broadcasts.

DIARY OF FATE

"Fate plays no favorites, it could hap-
pen to you. "The mark of a good radio
mystery drama was to take a good
story, add sharp characterizations, and
provide an exciting conclusion. Diary
of Fate, produced in Hollywood by
Larry Finiey, was one of the gaod, styl-
ish programs that came to radio with a
solid cast and good producticn credits
during the 1948. The Diary of Fate and
The Sealed Bopk were both successfu!
in using "the judgment day log entry”
approach to introduce their anthology
of mystery tales to their listing audi-
ence. The scales of justice were always
evened by the hand of fate.

DICK COLE ADVENTURES

From the pages of Blue Balt and
Foremost Comics came the character
of Dick Colg, a young adventure model
for young boys in the 1940's. The syn-
dicated program, last heard in the
1346-1947 season, had Leon Janney
cast in the title rcle. The story line in
Dick Cole's Adventures centered an
Dick, a cadet at Farr Military Academy.
In some respects, the main character
was a Jack Armstrong sound-alike in a
sharp pressed uniform, with his buddy
and classmate Simba as his ever-fajth-
ful companion.
