To all intents and purvoses, Eng-
lish Radio is the BBC, British Broad-
casting Corporation, and sometimes kn-
own as "Auntie"due to the paternalis-
tic attitude it's developed over the
years., Radio Luxeitbourge beams a top
programme in each and every night,in-
terspersed with commercials, But the
BBC still rules the airwaves,so what
use does it mske of it's monopoly?

There's a modicum of snobbery
in listening to Radio 3, as some peo=-
ple prefer BBC to the commerical ch-
annelsjbut taken all in all,each gen-
erally finds the audience for which it
is aimed, The only auestion is,is the
service as.good as it might be°. And
that can only be answered when the mon-
oply ends,and thel BBC finds itself in
open compition.

How A Radio Show Was Built:
“THE MARCH OF TIME"

by Owens

(The following article is taken in
part, from an interview this report-
er had with Lon Clark on his recent
visit to Baltimore., Mr., Clark appear-
ed many times as a regular performer
on the March of Time program,) -

"Remington Rsnd Presents the
March of Time!™..,.Cold type cannot
produce the 1ift and expectancy those
words of Harry Von Zell brought to me
back in the late thirties,when he ann
eunced the program acclaimed by radio

e2diters in the WoPld Telegram as the
best dramatic show on the air, Howard
Barlow, le=ding the orchestra would
swing into the strains of the program
signature theme, and the noise of
shuffling feet, indictive of the re-
lentless, impersonal progress of eve-
nts, the movement of time itself,well-
ed up in the studio., Then suddenly I
the listener sitting comfortably at
home, was whirled away to a battle-
field in Manchuria. I could hear the

roar - of gung. I could almost smell the

acrid powder smoke., A moment later I
am in a gallary of the House of Comm-
ons, listening to an epochal debate,

A strain of musie for transition,and T

was an ear witness at some amusing,
fantistic episode in the madhouse or
what was then refered to as modern
Rus-ia....And before the laughter had.
died down from my lips, I wass in a
thatched hut on s Cuban sugar plant-
ation, awed by an ominious roar of en
approaching hurricane,

This story of hew exiciting oce-

urances all over the world were te~
enacted before the week ended in conw
densed, authentic and unbiased form,
with all their imnlfcations and sig-
niffcance, had a wonder all it's own,
It was an undertaking which required
the services of a vast corps of work-
ers, newsmen, correspondents of Time,
the weekly news magizine, in all parts
of the world,research people, invest-
igators and checkers, skilled dramg-
tists, actors, producers, sound eff-
ects experts, engineers and musicans,
all working their hezds off to furn-
ish the information, authenticity and
excitement which went into that brief
half hour period on the air, The succ-
gss of the March of Time was due to =
tremendous Interest Taken in the show
by everybody concerned with it, They
forgot all about eating or sleeping,
and justthrew every ounce' of energy
into the job of the show, There were

in the studio some sixty-odd people
taking anm active part of some sort in
running the show.Should any of them

have made a single slip, it would have
been fatal. The confusion and uproar
waes naturally terrific,and the cres-
endo of the orchestra and the mob no-
ises often made it impossihle to hear
what anyone else was saying.

They had to be able to keep their
heads under fire....And that of course
didn't take into consideration all
those who did the preliminary work,the
newsgathers,the investigators,the sc-
ript writers,who had their own pro=-
blems to worry them. The very nature
of the show kept it from becoming an
automatie cut-and-dried affair, They
were at the mercy of the news. They
would have a program all nicely arr-
anged, then at the last minute a big
story would break and upset their -
apple cart. Or a story that looked
"hot" when they shaped up their pro-
gram would peter out before the air
dateymaking it necessary to replace
it with another story. The March of_
Time was accepted from it's beginning

Regram ever complained!.....Such was the

in 1929 until it's final ptosram when
it left the air in 1945.(Some refer-
ence books will tell you that the
debut show was March of 1931,which
is the date of it's Network debut,
It was actualy heard two years prior
to that date localy in the New York
area,hence 1t's debut in 1929.) It
was truly a remarkable program and
here is the reason why....There were
usually seven or eight sketches on a
program,The sound effects would per-
fect the illusion of the actual news
event taking place by £illing in the
picture for our imagination.The dra-
matic cast consisted of twenty prin-
cipals and thirty voices for the mob
scenes, President Roosevelt was usu-
ally played by Bill Adams, Marion
Hopkinson played Mrs., Roosevelt, Ted
diCorsia played President Hoover in
the early years,and General McArthur
Doolittle,and Wainwright during the
war years. Frank Readick played Lind-
bergh, Jimmy Walker, and Cordell Hull.
The impressions were so exact that )
friends of the famous people portrayed
on the program told them how much they
enjoyed their broadcast on the March

There were also 15 independently produced
serials released in this early sound period
(1930-1937). Amongz the best of these was The
Return of Chandu (The ¥agician), starring
Bela Lugosi in the title role (Principal,
193%), In it, Chandu battles the Black Magic
cult of Ubasto on the magic island of Lemuria,
The serial was later edited into 2 feature
films: The Return of Chandu and Chandu on
the vagic Isle, Another example was The New
Adventures of Tarzan, released in 1935 and
starring Herman Brix (later known as Bruce
Bennett), There are several unusual aspects
to this serial:

1. Because of Burrough's personal involvement
with the film (he helped produce it), he
wanted to make the character think and act
exactly as he had intended. Thus, in The Vew
| Adventures of Tarzan, we have an "ape man" who
utters complete and complex sentences befit-
ting the znglish Lord he is. One scene on
board ship even shows Lord Greystoke wearing
a dinner jacket, black bow tie, tailored
pants and black shoes, .

2. In retrospect, there was a lot of con-
fusion as to the release form of the final
product, When finished, it could be booked
as a complete 7 reel full length movie, a
complete serial with 12 episodes, or the
feature with a following of 7 installments.
What a confusing mess!

3. The film did not take place in Africa,

but in the jungles of Cuatemala, Aljce
Martling (Dale Walsh) and her father (Frand
Baker) had been searching for the lost mayan .
idol, the Green Godess, which contained the
secret for a powerful explosive., The idol
was also the link to a vast lost Mayan
treasure. In the course of the action,
Tarzan was caught in a ticer trap, attacked
by a lion, hurled over a waterfall and
nearly sacrificed to the 3reen Godess by
vengeful natives,

On the other side of the coin, a serial
considered by many to be the worst ever
made was produced at this time. The Lost
City (Krellbers, 1935) was a 12 chapter that
starred Kane Richmond, William "Stage" Boyd,
Claudia Dell and 3eorge "Jabby" Hayes, The
plot (what there was of it) dealt with
70lok (Boyd), a fanatical scientific wizard
who ruled a lost eivilization located on
the Magic Mountain in darkest Africa,
70lok has developed a device that has created
a series of electrical storms, disrupting
the entire world and sending it into a state
of panic., He is also the leader behind an
army of egiant natives, created by takine
normal sized natives and subjecting them
to a combination brain-washing and stretching
machine, Sound silly? You haven't heard
anythine yet. 7olok holds prisoner Dr.

v

Manyus, who is the real cenius behind his
power. One of Manyus' develop-ents is a
formula that will change the Pygmy-sized
Spiderman, a group of local natives, into
white men. In one chapter, he proceeds to
change one of the natives right before the
eyes of our hero, Bruce (Kane Richmond) and
his buddy Jerry (not to mention the audience)
Jerry, awestruck, says, "Doc, you're a
genius", Manyus answers, "Science can
accomplish anything", Bruece adds, '"Doc,

this is the greatest scientific discovery
yet". When a New York City television
station attempted to run this serial back

in the mid-fifties, there was such a storm
of protests that it was yanked off the air
after just 2 episodes were shown.

The Bob Hope show premiered on Friday,
January 4, 1935, Tt was an instant smash
success, At 10 o'clock that nicht the radio
| clicked on and we heard "Thanks For The
Memory" played by Skinnay @nnis and his or-
chestra, followed by announcer 8ill Soodwin
saying,,. "It's time for the Bob Hope Show!"
And from that moment on each and every week
for the next twenty years Bob would have us
rolline out of our chairs with lauchter. The
public loved him, but radio scared him in the
early years, He has no early memories of
radio because he never thousht it would last.

Golden Days of Radio
Shared With Old Timers

Remember the good old days-
of radio when Fibber McGee
-and Molly, Amos and Andy,
Fred-Allen, and Eddie Cantor
were regularly welcomed into
practically every household as
dear and beloved: friends?
