SCRADPBOOK

For the past 6 editions, we have cover-
ed the music scene frém 1900 to 1935. Every~
thing was reflected by the signs of the times
so when January of 1935 rolled im, the depre=
ssion was slowly being put to rest asid ¥he |
jablic needed a 1ift. The swing bands, of
which we wrote about in the last issue, were
a part of that 1ift and the man who started
it was Benny Goodman.

Born on May 30, 1909 in Chicago, Benja~
min David Goodman was the eighth of eleven
children. He received his early musical train-
ing in the Synagouges in and around Chicago
until he was 10 and then to the Hull Housg, a
nusical school of some prominance. For 2 yrs.
before he started playing professionally at
the age of 12, he worked with the big Jazzmen
of the day, with his biggest moment coming on
Aug. 8, 1923, when he played a date with the
legéddary Bix Beiderbecke. He eventually land-
ed a job with the Ben Pollack Orchestra, which
took him to New York in 1928. He then secured
Jjobs with Red Nichols, Don Voorhees, and Frank
Blavk., He became a pit man for musical comed=-
ies and played redio and record dates.

He started his own orchestra in 1931,
and it played for a broadway show ; ‘Free For
Al11®., The following year he organized a band
for Russ Colmmbo's debut as an orchestra lead~
ery, and by 1933 was one of the highest paid
($300.00 a week) players in the New York area,
vwhich was an enormous salary for that point in
tine.

His first real breakthrough came when
the Rational Biscuit Company hired hired him
for their Saturday night radio show. These
broadcasts now affored the whole country an
oppertunity to hear Benny & before long he
was on his way. We will write more of Benny

Phillip Morris Inc.'s famous bellhboy,
"Johmny" retired a few years ago after 41
years and millions of calls for"Phil=-lip Mor—
rees!” John Louis Roventini, a midget, quit
his job as a New York bellboy over 41 years
ago to do commercials for Phillip Morris Inc.
Tobacco Co. .

Roventini had only eme lime but it made
him famous and helped skyrocket the compenies
sales. His cry, "Call for Phil=~lip Mor-rees,"
was heard more than a million times across the
country on radio and television (pardon the
expression) commercisls. The company in ann-
ouncing his retiremant, described the (at that
time) 64 year old Roventini "as the world®s .
most famous living trademarik.” It said his re-
tirement "marks the end of an era’

From 1933 to 1947 Roventini was heard
on as many as four radio shows a day. Those
were live shows, not taped, so he had to be at
the studio to beld out his one-liner on cue.
his carrer began while working at the Hew York-
er Hotel, where he was fearured as the "small-
est bellboy in the world." Alfred E, Lyon, at

And also, too, wheather it was
about placks or ¥hites, Gemmaps, or Jews, it
happened to be a yery-fumny- program: Today,
Amos °n’ Andy is gome forever, forgotien by
those who wamt to forget itl.....But remem-
bered by Badio Buffs, like ourselves, else=
where in America for what it wass The most
listened=to .comedy program on radio. It is a
program out of another era, when we all were

We are certin that these
words have a familiar ring to all who fondly
recall "Radio's Golden Age"” on the local scene.
.+.It really doesn"t seem so long ago to us,
that they heraled the midnight hour, each weeks
day evening, on the "foice of Baltimore®=- WCAQ.
..But actually it has been quite a few years
now, since these words emanated regularly from
Loew™s Theatre, read by the late Charles Pur—
cell, with the organ accompliment provided by
the late Roland Nuttrell. Charlie passed away
on July 20th.

It was back in 1931 that I first met Char-
lie Purcell, when I was a member of the WCAO
Children"s Hour, hosted by the late Edward War-
ner of The Sunpapers=(brother of long-%ime stae
ffer at WCBM, Newall Warnmer.)-originating each
Saturday morning from that old Colonial Mane
sion on west Lanvale Street. Besides Charlie,
memory obliging, the staff at that time inclu-
ded Uncle Bill 0'Toole, Al Stevens, Bert Han-
aver, Capt. John Carnaghan,-and Newell Warmer.
Juat about nine years later, when I joined the
WCAO announcing staff, Charlie had becoms the
Chief Annewmcer, and I worked with such talent
ed mike men as Ray Moffett, John Ademy, Fran-
cis Dice, and Don Riley, And, since I was us-
wally assigned to the evening shift, listing
to"NOCTURNE" soon became a pleasant nightly
habit. After this soothing segment of poetry
and music, we always concluded our broadcast
day with a recording of "Goodnight™, sung by
Meurice Gronsky. on an old Columbia disc—and
for which many listenmers remained tuned so
faithfully night after night (Some years lat-
or this show served as inspiration for s ser-
ies I did in Washington -~ “SLUMBER CARAVAN")

Yes, it has been quite awhile = more than
forty years now...but few on the local scene
have comtributed so much to Radios Golden Age
as Charlie Purcell, who was to so many - for
so long: "The Voice Of Baltimore™.....
