When he visits SPERDVAC April 10, Bill Stulla will
discuss the radio career he had before achieving fame in
Los Angeles television. We will meet at the Thousand
Oaks Public Library, 1401 E. Janns Road at 12 noon.

Stulla, known to Southern California television
viewers of the fifties and sixties as Engineer Bill, entered
the radio profession in 1934, He first worked for KOA,
Denver.

In 1939 he came to KFI, the NBC affiliate in Los
Angeles. He remained there for a decade, but part of his
time was interrupted by a stint in the military. During
World War I Stulla was part of the three man team .
broadcasting to troops via Armed Forces Radio’s China-
Burma-India network. One of his KFI shows, The Four
B’s, became the local tv program “Ladies’ Day.”

In 1940 Stulla was the announcer on Rudy Vallee’s
Sealtest Program. He also announced Those We
L.ove, which had been one of his favorite daytime dramas.
