Prevention V 8. Cure 

Judge Ben B. Lindsay has been re­
moved from the Denver Judicial Court 
Bench through a technicality in the 
recent municipal elections. For a good 
many years there has been concerted 
opposition to this famed justice on the 
part of certain circles. 

To some degree this opposition is 
based on political reasons. But for the 
moat part it springs decidedly f rom 
certain groups of parents. These 
mothers and fathers are the ones who 
rescnt the Judge's waggi ng tinger of 
accusation aneflt their wayward chil­
dren. J udge Lindsay's deep study of 
the motives and causes underlying the 
immoral and ......jrninai tendencies of 
children and young people has enabled 
him to place the blame unerringly. To 
the dismay of ninety r.er cent o[ the 
parents ot these juveni e ulrcudenl tlley 
find in no uncertain manner that they 
are directly responsible, through lack 
of judicious parental training. To be 
roundly lectured, and even penalized, 
[ rom the Bench for neglect and other­
wise shirking their duty toward their 
children, has left a good many parents 
IOmewhat chagrined but much wiser. 

For years Judge Lindsay bas admin. 
istered juvenile law with such able ef· 
!ect and far-reaching success that he 
is nationally recognized 8S the out-. 
standing leader in this rather pathetic 
field. His work in preventing crime 
and vice at their source, or one might 
say in their infancy, h as been of t re­
mendous constructive value. It is too 
often overlooked that young children 
under improper care or lack of influence 
are ver y likely to Collow the easiest path 
and resort to lyi ng, cheating and steal­
ing.

It. "Having made the chnlk llnc." Com 
missioner O. H. Ca ldwcll remarked, 
"we now propose to see that the broad­
cuteTS walk It_" 

Now to {urther asalst the supervisors 
comes tbe order tbat call letters must 
be more freqnently announced. And 
thereby has the commission uncolI­
scloualy conferred upon the distance 
!lalener an untold bleaslug, Who among 
the listeners has not had tbe el:perl­
ence or d rearily waiting for 8JI long as 
hair an hour at a time, especially late 
at night, tTn tll lome lazy announcer 
wakes up sumclenlly to confide hla can 
le tters and city. 

MANY CHANGES FORESEEN 
IN NEWEST IlEALLOCATION 

It Is predicted that there will be up· 
wards or 600 changes of power, wave 
lengUI nnd time division In the 60-day 
license as!-;Ignmen ts of the Federal Ra­
dio Commission, wblch are expected to 
be announced to the public the latter 
part of this month, It not sooner. 

'rhe commission began h}' issuing tem­
pOTfl ry per mits and making relatively 
rew changes, but when the short time, 
or 60·day licenses are subsequently 
granted, It is said practically every sta­
tion In the country may be affected one 
way or anothe r. Thcrc will be a 
sweeping reduction of power of stations 
III residen tial or congested districts, 
and some stntlons may have to divide 
time two or three ways. 

Contrary to the original Idea tha t 
these sho:rt-tlme assignments were to 
be announced at Inten'als, it Is now ex· 
pected that they will all be made public 
at one lime, and fn lrly 800n. The com· 
mission, It deevlops, ill burning midnight 
011 grap pli ng with the aSSignmen ts and 
remain at their desks long aHer hours 
ellch nlgbt. It. arter the short-time 11· 
cense assignments are announced, any 
broadcaster feels he hasn 't had a squarf> 
deal. he will be given ample opportunity 
to te ll the commlsslOU what asslgnmenll 
he thinks he ought to have. 

Once the 60-day licenses are luued 
the situation will be allowed to stand 
Ilretty much as It tben Is for tbat pe­
riod or time at least, alld maybe until 
Fall, before tbe three-yea r, or what the 
commissioners consider tbe more or 
iess permanent licenses, a re granted.

Man}' queries are "ecelved as to the 
lucrlt of the c:l.[lacll type Ilhollograph 
reproducer which hns recently been 
placed on the market, and as the wril· 
crs have had the opportunity to give It 
a rigid test, a comparison will be made 
with the elect ro magnetic reproducer. 
There are three typM of reproducers 
olTered to the pubHe, the so·called "mi. 
c rophone" type, the ca pacity type, aud 
tho eiectro magnetic type. Inasmuch as 
lhe "microphone type" Is much Intel'lor 
to the others, It will not be discussed. 

The extreme pipe organ range is rrom 
16 to 16,000 cycles physical pitch, approx· 
imately ; therefore, the theoretically per· 
feet pick up would reproduce thelle fre­
qnencies. There are practical lim lta· 
tIOIlS, however, the runge of the llUllUl!I 
cur aud the fact that present·day ampll· 
rylng eqnlpment wl1l not pass efficient· 
ly such a wide band. Successrul reo 
cordlngs of frequ encies from 26 to 9000 
cycles are now being made, so If our 
Illck up and amplifying equipment will 
rellroduce these soundll we are doing 
very well. To do thill, the pick up 
must follOW faithfully the groo\'es of 
the record. and must be so designed me· 
cha nlcally that It does not In itself 
damp out any ot the \·Ibratlons. Both 
trtlell of Jllck up rollow the grooves 
very nicely. The damping effect on 
high frequencies Is greater on the ca· 
paclty type and the electro magnetic 
pick 1111 does not do quite as well on the 

·l.abol'atory of Radio Standards. 

extremely slow vibrations, however, the 
t ruest o\'erall reproduction Is obtained 
wllh a good electro magnetic pick up. 
A very Important thing Ihe experiment· 
er 8hou ld consider before putting a ca· 
paclty pick up Into operation Is that 
tho osctnato r, the output of wlllch III 
modulated by the pick up, specifIed by 
tho manufacturerll ot the unit, is work· 
ing In the broadcast range and will 
cause plenty ot squeals in nearby roo 
ceivers. 

The most undesirable feature ef the 
capacity pick up {rom the operator's 
8tandpolnt la tbat whenever the band la 
placed near tbe IJlck up, such as In 
winding tbe machine, etc., or placed 
ncar the leads from tho pick UJ! to tho 
oscillator, cODslderable distortion reo 
suIts, as the capacity ot the body de· 
tunes the osclJlator. As a laboratory 
proposition, the capacity type pick up 
has considerable merit, but the expe rl· 
menter and home const ructor will ob· 
tain much better reproduction with the 
electro magnellc pick up In addition to 
not nlling the ether In Ills Imll\edlate 
neighborhood with the "squeal" of an 
oscillator .

This comhlna­
tlon gives a tone range and quality sel­
dom hesrd. With the advent ot the 
power tu be there has been a tendency 
to Ignore the push-pull method at ampli­
fication, which bas long been considered 
supe rior to the single-tu be per stage 
type. Sheldon's output stage uses two 
power lubes in the push·p ull connection, 
a.nd hence, Is capable of tremendous 
volume without d istortion . 

The power s upply unit at the receiver 
uses th·e new QRS 400·m UUampere recti· 
fier tube and provides the power for fila­
ments, pla tes a nd grid biasing, 

In summar y, Mr. Sheldon's s et pos­
sosses unusual selectivity, sensitivity, 
volu me and quality, In an a ll·electr ic 
batteryless receiver, of advanced engi­
neer ing dEsign.
