The Bureau of 
Standnrds, In a s tatement just issued, 
points out th:!t tbe original use of wuve 
lengths and meLCrs was really a mls· 
take, has caused no cnd of confusion.

the serlolls·minded who lIought to lenrll 
tbe principles of radio. The public has 
continued to use meter!! slnWly because 
the hllhlt got stll rled. and for no other 
reason.

How to F igu r e F requencies 

Tbe word "kilocycle" need cause no 
dismay. "Kilo" mealfS "thousand." and 
Is familiar to everyone In "kIlQwatt ," 
which means a thousand watts. The 
other psrt £)r the word "cycle." means 

one com illete alternation. The nnmber 
of kilocycles is the number of thousand", 
of li mes tbat the rapidly altcrnntiug 
currellt In the antenlla or the lIet reo 
peats Its flow III either direction III one 
second. 

When it I s necessary to find out the 
kilocycle raUng correspondi ng to a eer· 
tain nllmbe'r or meters. or vice versa. 
Il Is done by dividing 300.000 by th e 
number. For example. 300 meters cor­
resllouds to 1000 kilocycles. and aillo 300 
kilocycles corresponds to 1000 meters. 
In view of the action of the con1ln198101l. 
however. there will probably he very 
little occlIslon for anyone to makO an}, 
lise or "meters," and the need for mak­
ing the conversion from ono to the 
olher will fliAappear. 

While "kilocycle" ts a nell' word to 
1I1finy radio listeners, It Is an estab­
lished term In radio engineering. On 
account of its greater convenience. and 
because the wavelength de-slgnatlon is 
secondary, confusing, and superfluous, 
engineers h,lIve gone Increasingly to the 
kilocycle basis III the past fOllr year!!, 
and manufacturers have more and more 
inclined to marking their dials In kilo­
cycles rather Ihan in meters. The use 
of klloc)'cles was g"'en standing as 
authoritatiye American pra('tlce when. 
on the reeommendatlon of Bureau of 
Standards representatives. the 1!l23 Na· 
tlonal Radio Conference adopted a reso­
lution that slations be rated in kUocy­

. cle-s.

Becaus,~ of tho low llrice paid fur it. 
the mica condenser, or micadon, would 
seem It sim ple thing to make. Yet 
there aro a dozen and a Imlf major 
sleps Inv-olved In the maktng of the 
Dubilier )1!cadon, and all the research 
aud euginee rlng aud prOduction skill of 
an organization specializing in con­
densers 10 meet the rigid specifications 
Imposed. 

The production of mlea condensers 
or micadous starts Ollt with the mica 
itsetr, which Is a specia l g rade Impor ted 
from Indiia. The mica Is cut to sizo 
and is cl 'ystal clea!', (juite uulike the 
mica with which we are generally ramil­
iar. The lillY sheets must now be 
ganged in thousands of an Inch . since 
the thlckll.ess of the mIca separation de· 
termines the ctlpacity of the condenser, 
Girls. elltli pped with (lirect-readlug mi· 
crometer calip~rs, rapidly yet accur tely 
gauge ill(' ' almost co:mtless ~heets of 
mica and sort them out according to 
llilckness. 

The next step is to lest the mica 
electrically. Each piece Is subjected to 
a veritable lightning storm, with minia­
ture bolts flashing alt o\'er the surface 
or each S:heet, seeking a weak spot to 
smash through, 

Meanwll.!le. the tinfoil Is cut Into 
pieces of the requisite size. This s tock 
Is thicker than the tinfoil used In pnper 
condeusers. 

The assenlbly of the mlcadon Is 
haudled by skilled girls, working with 
Ingenious jigs lhat Insure the positive 
a!ignment of mica sheets and tinfoil 
strips. Alternate pieces of tinfoil and 
mica are !;tacked up in the jig until the 
requisite eondenser has been construct· 
ed, T he :pile Is then clipped together , 
Still, the condenrser Is not completed. 
It must bo made a bsolutely permanent 
- sealed against moisture and a ny pos-
