Hence my broadcast, "Tha War of the Worlds" which in-
formed the public that Martians hed landed in New Jarsey and were taking over the
count¥Vooo this was on Halloween... remerbsr,; and in my middle western childhood,
that was the season for pranks,. for soaping windows, putting Farmer Feckins, cow
up in the bellry, or at least, dressing up in s sheset and spooking the neighbors
with a pumkin head, Vell, in thabt notorlous broadeast I said "boo" to several
million people cver & full network, and the puwkin head was a flying saucer fran
mavrs .

Washingtonooo t0 tell the Nation to remain united and not to mnic... then everbody
took to the streets .o

Thousande and thousands, anyway, all over the country, Mazva for some obscure
reason, with towels on their heads, Vhat good a towel was going to do, I can't
think,oo, The first inkling we had of all this in the studio itself while the
broadecast was still on was when the control room started to fill up with police-
men, The cops looked pretty bewildedooo they didn't know how you could arreet a
radio program... 80 we just carried on, there were all sorts of reactionScoccooco

The phones were jammed in all the networks for days, and you couldn't find a
network vive president for weeks, Lhe inhabitants of one apartment building waited
in the strest while a man up on the roof watched through a pair of binoculars.c.
described the approuch of the dreaded Martiasns as they stalked across Manhattan
toward the Bromx, As far away as San Francisco there was a lady,.. her clothes
torn to ribbons, who gtaggered into the police station, gasped "I just can’t
deseribe ito.. it's too awful'? and took poison rather than face the shame of itoocc
Iuckily she lived,

And here in Hollywood, John Barrymore also bad his radio on. Y% put down his high
ball, lurched out to his private kennels where he kept a clutch of great Danes,

and opened the gates, "Fend for yourselves} " he crisd and gave them their freedom,
Then there was the great old movie director Woody Van Dyke, who was also a reserve
officer in the Marines, Well, he dropped everything, jumped in his car and rushed

‘THOUGHTS OF AN OLDTIMER

BY TARREN T. ABBOTT

Many of you werentt born yet when it all started, To some of you it will
bring back fond memories of the ~<lZan sya of radio broadecasting,starting
around 1925, Many of you were listeners then, and others were foriunate
enough to be on the other side of the wmicrophone as I.-was. I was not an
artist, singer or comic, but an engineer; who in those days could also
be called upon bo act as amnouncer, bit player, sound effects man and
sometimes director, producer and what have youo

With me, it all startdd in 1925, helping to install the equipment for the
studios and control room of old WEAF at 711 - 5th Ave, in New York City
for the first broadcast of what was later to become the National Broad-
casting Company's radio network, In 1927 Mr, 4. H, Grebe, builder of one
of the finest radic receivers of the time, called me to work for him to
build the Master Conbtrol and Studio eguipment for his nesw station WABC,
to be lecated atop Steinway hall, on 57th Street, This is when my mem-
ories really start when I remerber the people that I worked with, many

of whom later becams great stars, and how different they were then.

I look back at the old equipmswi thebt we hed, of course it was the lat-
est thing then, btut today it would be considered collector's items and I
doubt that much of 1t is left now, No power supplies, 3o you could imagine
ug ueing svorage batleries to light the tube filamonts of the amplifiers and
getting 350 volte of plate battery from a string of Edison cells, Ve
produced pure DC, but we sure hed to charge the batteries every night

to gebt ite

I would 1like to recall for you some of the things that happensd in those
early days, with some amusing snetodes and stories about some of the
famous radio people, who were =t cizriing their careers, as I was,

I remenber back around 1P27-28; when Rudy Vallese and his orchestra were
playing in-a night club fin New York City., It was called the Heigh-Ho
club; and this why he picked his famcus "Heigh - ho, everybody! This is
Rudy Vallee", to open his radio programs, He was not so well known
then, broadcasting just pnce or twice a week locally, over our station
WABC,; at dimnsr tims in phe evening, There were no sponzor, so of course
ne commercials. We installed a remote lims from their bandstand, to our
studios, with a microphons for their brosdeasis. Many an afternoon Rudy
would call me over the privats telerhons line that was also installed atb
the bandstand, and the conversation would go scmething liks this: "Say,
Viarren, we're down here rehearsing for a couple of hours this afiternoon,
have ya got a spob open, sc we could get on the air?¥ Then I would check
wy schedule, and if there was g spob, it would go like this, "OK, Rudy,
be ready &t 2:30.00 give us 2 time check and wo'll gee you then.' And
do you know w2 got the great Rudy Vallse mugic for fres, and Rudy was
happy that he did not have %o pay for the airtime. We also hed the same
arrangement wibth Jack Teagarden soweiime later when he vas starbting out:
at the famous Xings Chinese Tea Carden, in Brooklym, :

However, starting in the 30's, a few engineers including myself began
plonsering the fisld of acetate disc recording, which accounts for

many of the tapes we are trading today,

let me say here in the interest of posteriety, if you are listening %o
something that you think might be important, put it on tape. You can
always erace it, but once it is lost, it may be lost forsver, Much to

my sorrow, I let several beauts get away years ago, still I also preserved
a lot of dandies for my library, In those days of dises, you could not erase
80 you would wind up with a lot of scrap plates, of which I have many, Bub
I keep them just in case as you never lknow who might want them soms day.
let me tell you a story to prove my point.

¥hen I was Chief Engineer of WABC in 1928, Bradford Browne and Al Lewellyn
were & couple of radio entertainers hired by Mr, Grebs for the station staff,
Brad becams Chief smnouncer and they also worked as a team, known as Brad &
Al, and glso as the "Three Little Sachs"™, also in skite of "The Nitwits2n
axd "Cellar Knights", In 1935 they celebrated their temth year together on
the air, with a special progrem om CBS. During the show they were constantly
being interrupted (on purpose of course) by psople coming into the studio
to wish them luck , for their many years on the air etc. Among the well wishers
ware Stoopnagle & Bud, Hemry Burbig, the Funny Bonsrs and many other artists
comected with the station, It so hsppened that I was making some air checks
at the tims, so I grabbed their program on a couple of scrap discs and kept
them all these years. But to get to the point, I lost track of Brad and Al,
and I came oubt to California in 1956, In 1966, word got around that I was
en oldtime breadcaster, so I was i=riied to join the Pacific Pioneer Broad-
casters in Los Angelas, Along with my wembership card, they sent me a roster
of the membership, (then sbout 550 members) which has griwn today to over
800, which included the names of Rudy Vallee, Harry Von Zell and my old pal
Brad Browne, Needless to say, I went to their next luncheon, especially to
meet Brad, While we were vecalling old times, I asked him if he remenbered
his 10th Anniversary program that he and Al did back in 1935, Brad grinned
and answered, "Yes, kind'a coxmyy wasn't it?" So I asked him, Would you like
to hear it again, Brad?" "You'"re kidding", he answered, wondering how it
would be possible, Then I told him how I happened to record it, and prom-
ised to make & tape of it for him which I would bring to the next luncheon,
which I did. Brad then told me that his old friend and partner Al Lewellyn
had passed away sbout three years ago,

A% the mnext luncheon, Brad told ms that he did not have a tape recorder,
and that he mede an appointment with a recording studlo that same afternoon
to copy the tape onto a disc, so he could play it on his hi-fi at home,
That's o switch, making an LP from a disc, So, after the luncheon, we went
to the studic and listened to the tape as the engineer copied it for him,

I wetched Brad as we listened to the reccrding being made, and he had a
faint smile on his face, which grew even broader as the program contimued,
but I could also see a tear in his eye, as he listened to himself and his
0ld partner &1, singing together again,
Afver the record was finished, Brad turned to me ard sald, "Do you know,
Warren, that is the only recording of all the work Al and I did in 21l the
years we were on radio, and I sure wish he could have been with us today, to
hear it, Iater, Brad had another 22zs mude for Al's widowy, and he told me
how much they both cherich their copies,

WORDS AND MUSIC COF YESTERDAY

Radio programe at 1969 New York State Fair

Recordings of radlo programs of the 1930's end 1940"s were played at the 1969
New York State Falir in Syracuse, Vew York from August 26th through Septemeber
1st. The programs consisted of one of Jack Benny's 1935 Jello prograns, & 1937
Town Hall Tonight breadcast, a Great Gilderslesve program from 19k, a Jimmy
Fidler broadcast from 1945, She Johnson's Wax Program starring Fibber McGee &
Molly from 1948, Lum & Abner from 1948, Cne Man's Family {(chapter 12, Book 72)
and the Aldrich Famlly whose original date of broadeast was not knowno

The exhibit was sponsored by the Empire State Theatre and also by the Musieal
Instrument Museum Society. It was located on the second floor of the Fair's
Agt & Home Center, In & room about 20 feet long by 12 feet wide. Space for the
exhibit was provided by Mes, Helen B, Vandervort, Director, Art & Home Center.

P rograms were played through an RCA Radiola console set decorated with ormate
legs and a cagved wood effect front panal., Thers were twenty four chairs
provided for iisteners. The rear and side walls ef the room were decorated

with posters containing about eighty pictures of radio stars from Irving Settel’s
“book, "A Plctorlal History of Radie? The exhibit was frme to the publie, but
there was a donation box for those who cared to contribute on thelr way ocubts
Proceeds were used to help build the theatre pipe organ which the Seclety is
installing in the suditorium of the building, , o

.Between ene thousand and two thousand pecple visitzd the eshibit each day.
Most of the visiter looked at the plctures and listened to the programs for
about five o ten minutes, Normally there were approximately six people
listening seriously, although the mmber varled widely, At times almost all
the seats wepe filled, other times the room was near emply., Of course; at a
State Fair there are many atbractions coppeting for a person's att~ntion,

Many people only visited the falr for a day, so they wanted to see the free shows
with Victor|Porge? and Frank Sinatra Jr, the parachute jumpers, auto racers,

the midway ete, So, it is understandable that not many were willing to spend a
lot of time in the radio roon.

Seme people were exteemely interssted in the exhibit, and stepped by to chat

with the museun members who sponsored the exhibit, and te tell them how much

they énjoyed hearing the volces that they remembered, Fany said they were sorcy
that mdio programs today aze net as good as they used to be. It was interesting
to watch people walking down the hall toward the radip room and see the expression
on theler faces az they meognized cartain programs, ‘i‘*itey would uswally act ’
suiprised at first and then say something 1lke, "It's CGlidersieeve" or "That's
Henry Aldrich, fsn’t it#? Pavents often expluined th thelr children that before
television they used to iisten to those radio programs, Une young mother was
overheard telling her 1ittie beoy, "These are the sadlo prograns that your Grind-
mother and Yrandfather used to 1isten to," -

The Tapes were purelmsed fron David Goldin of "Radlo Yesteryees., lr Goldin was
invited to put on the exhibit, but suldn®t attend beesanuse of previovs plans
which tofk him out cut the countey during the time of the falp,

A BRIEF HISTCRY OF RADIO

One Sunday afterxnoon in December, 1939, a German pocket battleship, the
Graf Spee, ordered to put to sea or be internsd, steamed out of the
Montevideo harbor, In Montevideo, capital of Uruguay, thousands of miles
from Mew York, an NBC amnocuncer was giving his report by short wave and
getting his instruvetions from New York., As he was talking he heard a dull
thud and saw the blaze of an explosion, The Graf Spee had been blown up

by her crew! "Give ws the air," he shouted. "They've blown her up} ¥

In the next mirmte he was on the NBC network with one of the speediest news
scoops radio has ever known,

Then we see arnd hear some of the remarkable things radio can doy it is hard to
realize that public broadeasting first started no longer ago than 1920, At
that time in a rough garage in Fitteburgh, station KDKA began the first broad-
cagting of public entertzinment,

But radio was already twenty-five years old when public broadeasting first began.
In 1895 Marconi completed the wirless telegraph, Thirty years before Marconi,
Maxwell had worked out the theory of electro- magnetic waves, Using Maxwell's
theries, Hertz had actually produced radio waves in 1886, In 1901 the first code
wirelese mossage was sent across the Atlantic, But these messagee were in dots
and dashes, 7o send a voice, with it's ranges of tones, through the air, some-
thing else was needed, ‘his something else was thevacuum tube 9 Which iee De -
Forest invented in 1907, In that year the Atlantic Flest of the United States
Navy put De Forest's radie telephones on every ship. As long ago as that, the
essentials of radio were ready.

It took fifteen mors years to give redic to the publie, Half of those years
were spent in getting ready for and fighting World %ar of 1914-1918, Hadie
was an inportant instrument of warfare and it was taken over to serve war
purpoges, Even boys who made theif owmn code-sending and receiving sets were
watched carefully by govermment agents, Eventually, amateurs had their
stations closed down for the duration of the war, Only afier the war wes wdio
freed for public uss,

At firet we listened to 1ittle crystal sets with earphonss, VWhen the engineers
found waye to make vacuum tubes cheap encugh for us to have in our home receiving
sots, we were able Lo have loudsrezlizms, The first sets were awkward. The

speaker was a victreld iype norny and the tubes end wires were all open on a
pami board, Many families said they did not want such messy canbraptions around
the house,

Az interest grew in public broadeasting, the marmfacturers found that they had a
market for home radio sets, As the sales grew,the need for good programs grew tw.,
In 1926 one large menufacturer, the Radio Corporation of Americs, started N.B.C.
the first radio network to send programe ocut for local stations to use,

A second NEC network and the C.B.S. { Columbia Brosdeasting System ) network
started in 1927, and in 193k the Mutval network was started,

So the preduction of programs and the mamufecturing of sets have grown at the same
rapid pace.lNow sdvertisers buy radic time to advertise many products. They pay
high rentale for gocd %spots" on the aixr- the best hours to catech listensrsa,

The rental for an hour at tenrm on Sundeys back in 1910 on a complete coast-to
coast network was $23,625, A daybize hour on the sams network ran $16,81k.

Learn how well his sound
quality is vefore inereasing the size of the trade, Make sure you
know what brand of tape he requires, size of reel, speed, ani also
the kind of machine whether it be two or four tracks, This is most
inportan‘ba

#3, Don't, T repeat, don't mike record, You will be out of business before
you have collected your first reel, Use a good patch cord,comnected to
the volume control if poseibls,or else from your speaker terminels,

#li. Check out your recorders, clean and demagnetize your tape heads, guides
etc, be on the lookout for wow and flutter after playing back a sarple
or test recording, Mever sen? oul iz poorly dubbed reel. The other guy
will not like i, and chances are you!ll know it when you get his letter,
that is if he bothers to write again,

#5. If you must buy shows, Wiow your keller’s ability, Don't pay a lot, And
be sure that his material lives up to the qualibty rating of the show you
bought., There isn®t too much nsed in thiz hobby to purchase radio tapes,
Yost collectors want to trade theffe programs so &8 to enjoy the hobby.

#6, Pack your tapes securely. Print your return addrese and to whom it is going
clearly, Include the zip code nunber, First class runs sbout $1.00 but
you may send your reel SFECIAL FOURTH CLASS MAIL ( BOOK RATE) for 12¢, 6¢
for each additional pound,

#7- Do not use bulk taps or white box tape. It ruine your heads, At least use
2 brand neme such as Emerald,Reslistic or betier still Scotch. The latter
is more reliable and will hold up after ysars of use.,

#8, If you can afford it, use your 7RIPS speed. The quality out shines the
slower speed. If there is a question of monsy, and your 3-3/L speed is
very good, you will get more shows per reel, Using a 1200 fi. reel you
will get four helf hour shows, Using an 1800 ft, reel you will get six
shows, but you will wear ocut your machine that wach faster regardless
of what anyone tells you.

#9, Take your time trading. Pick shows that you like and also those that will
aid you in scquiring new trades. If you send for 2 tape from a buff and
he listed it as in excellent sournd,and you feel after playing it, that it
wasn't listed correctly DON®T s 1izt 1% in the same way, It won't help
you one bit, That is not with a true collector of shows,

That’s about it, have fun and remsmber, it's a hobby, not a business,

In 1938 there were over £1,000 retail stores selling radios; over 15,000
radlo service men and a small army of workers mamfacturing radio sete,
In 1939 they made over 90,000,000 radio tubes, The same year 1,200,000
car radios were made, In 1940 88% of American families owned radio sets
and used them at an average of five hours a day, Today more than that
percentage is devoted to television, In 1938; radio spent $45,600,000

THE SOUND EFFECT EXFERT OF RADIO

The sound effect men did some of the most interesting work in radio, They had
to create the sounds that were called for in the program, They had to know a
great deal about the phyeics of sound and they had to be clever in finding the
materials or processes that would duplicate the needed sound, The real sourd
of fire over the microphone did not sound nearly so much like five as did the
erushing of cellophane in the hande of the sound effects man, Ahen, of course,
there were sounds that could not be real- like the sound of stabbing a persons
This sound was produced by stabbing a knife into a large potato, close to the
mike, There were also the sounds that could not be brouéht into the studio, such
as the sounds of birds, ocean rnoises and barking dogs, “any of these sounds
were vecorded on discs or on film and played at the proper time during the
program, Most sound effects experts needed engineering training but they had
to get their experience on the job, They hzd to be clever enough to invent ways
of working out many, many typse of 2cunf., ere & just a few of the ways some
sounds were produced, ’

The eraghing in of a door: crush a wocden fruit box,
Moving or walking in urderbrush: twist a bundle of straw
Milking a cow; squeeze rubber bulbs into milk pail with water in it.
