was used between 1935 and 1945
They were used mainly for
recording radiotheater, drama,
concerts and other big per-
formances. The machine has three heads. One for erasing, one for recording and
the last one for playing and control of the sound guality while recordinge.

The tape was rewound at double speed, The playing time was 30 minutes per
reel, The bottom photo shows a reel of steel recording tape from 1935 with a
weight of 15 kilograms, about 33 pounds, The reel beside it is a 7 inch reel
of Agfa tape. Below the Agfa reel is a Phillips Ferro C-60 cassette,
