CASSETTE MUSIC LIBRARY

Twenty four cassettes have been added to
the music library since the June T.S.went to
press. In addition, we have received a supply
of blank cassettes which will be used to add
to the music library.

Bob Waters, Barrington, N. J., sent in
over 50 cassettes, mostly blank, which had
been donated by Eddie Stephenson, Brown-
wood, Texas. Eddie had sent them to Bob,
so he could dub the music on some of them
before sending them to IRC. Bob will send
motre later after he does some more dubbing.

S0, now that we have a supply of blank cas-
settes, I'll stick my neck out and announce
that if anybody wants to borrow a tape from
the reel library, but wants it on a cassette,
I'll dub it, or as much of it as will go on a
C-60 cassette, as long as the supply of cas-
settes holds out. If you want it recorded
with Dolby, let me know.

Listed below are all of the cassettes which
have been received since last month. The
first 13, C-12 through C-24, were received
from Wallace Kennedy,
He recorded some of them and some were
recorded here, partly from some of the most
popular reel tapes in the library. Cassettes
which were dubbed from reels have the reel
number shown in parentheses. In some cases
the cassette contains only part of what is on
the reel. (It is kind of hard to put all of a 90
minute reel on a C-60 cassette.) Cassettes
are all C-60 stereo unless otherwise noted.

New Tape Postal Rates in Effect July 6th

New postage rates of concern to tapers will
become effective on July 6th. At that time
the Special 4th Class rate will go up to 59¢
for the first pound; 22¢ for each additional
pound through 7 pounds; and 13¢ for each
additional pound over 7 pounds.

Tapers should be aware it may now be more
economical to mail tapes, especially cass-
ettes or three-inch ones, using the 3rd Class
mail rate, which is 20¢ for 2 ounces; 40¢ for
4 ounces; and 53¢ for 6 ounces. The average
- C-60 cassette in a cardboard mailer weighs
under 3 ounces, and thus can be mailed for
40¢ using the 3rd Class rate instead of the
59¢ required for Special 4th Class.

Wording Change

Those who do mail larger tapes at the Spec-
ial 4th Class rate need no longer identify
whether the package contains a tape, or a
book, etc. In the future only the words,'Spec-
ial 4th Class Rate'' need appear on the add-
ress side of the package.

Size Limitations

A new regulation governing and limiting the
size of certain mailable items will go into
effect on July 15th. It will especially present
a confusing situation for tapers using cass-
ettes. Actually there are two different dim-
ensional standards effective on that date, un-
dersized items, and oversized and odd sized
items.

Undersized Items

Any piece of mail, if it is smaller than
3-1/2 x 5 inches, can not be mailed at all,
unless the item is more than 1/4 inch thick.
For instance, those very small greeting
cards or thank you notes can no longer be
mailed. A cassette, since it is more than
1/4 inch thick, however, can be mailed.

Oversized and Odd Sized Items

Oversized mail (more than 6-1/8 x 11-1/2
inches), and odd sized mail, items which do
not fit within certain width and length para-
meters, will be subject to a 7¢ surcharge,
but only if their weight is under 1 ounce for
1st Class, and under 2 ounces for 3rd Class.

An item more thanl/4 inch thick is also sub-
ject to the surcharge, keeping in mind it only
applies if the weight is under 1 ounce (2 oun-
ces for 3rd Class).

Mailing Cassettes

If you are mailing cassettes in hard boxes
or 'in cardboard mailers which bring the
weight to over 2 ounces, you need not evenbe
concerned about all these rules, for they qual-
ify on two counts. Since they weigh over 2
ounces, they are not affected by the surcharge.
You may question whether the small size
would be a factor, but it would not since any-
thing over 1/4 inch is permitted to be mailed
regardless of the minimum size restriction.

A problem arises for people mailing cass-
ettes in soft boxes or only in envelopeswhich
often brings them under the 2 ounce mark, in
which case they would be subject to a 7¢ sur-
charge. Thus, if you are mailing a cassette
weighing under 2 ounces via 3rd Class mail,
the new postage, effective July 15th, will be
27¢. For another penny, 28¢, you can mail
the same cassette via lst Class mail provid-
ing it weighs between 1 and 2 ounces. The
reason is because the surcharge applies to
1st Class mail under only 1 ounce.

Are you still with us? Well, we wouldn't be
the least bit surprised if you are confused.
We originally studied the rules and wrote an
article for this issue which a number of peo-
ple, after checking with various postal offi-
cials, didn't agree with. We especially thank
Bill Davies, Bob Crouse, and Howard Mec-
Clelland for calling these differences to our
attention. We restudied the new regulations
some more, and rewrote the article, and we
think these facts are now accurate. If any
new changes come to our attention we will let
you know in the next issue.

We can't help but wonder how well the new
postal clerks will cope with these size regu-
lations.

To Summarize

If youare mailing tapes weighing more than
1 ounce lst Class, or more than 2 ounces 3rd
Class, or any tape at the Special 4th Class
rates, continue using the same postage rates
as before, except remember the Special 4th
Class rate is now higher.



For a tape 2 ounces or less use 3rd Class
mail and 27¢, or lst Class mail and 28¢.

For a tape 1 ounce or less use 3rdClass
mail and 27¢, or 1st Class mail and 22¢.
