By looking at the various video cassette
formats on the market, one can only won-
der if what happened to four channel (Quad)
stereo could possibly happen to them .
Frankly, NO! There has been far too much
previous researching by the varied manu -
facturers (and perhaps this with other fac-
tors accounted for the long delays of these
recorders reaching the market!) But to the
uninitiated to this realm of the hobby (and I
bet that's about 85% of you!) it's anexciting
extension of the aural side. IMAGINE !
Having SIGHT with sound! But to do that
you will need a video camera (analogous to
our microphones) and they range in ‘price
from about $300 to $1, 300 (for a color, Stu-
dio quality picture.) I do hope I haven't
scared anybody with that fact!

Now, what about the three basic video
cassette recorder formats? Take your pick
from Sony's '""Beta', JVC and Panasonic's
"VHS" (Video Home System), or Quasar's
own private '""Great Time Machine' format.
I will attempt to remain as unbiased in my
descriptions to follow to allow for YOU to
make your own final decision. After all, it
will be for YOU to decide whether or not vi-
deo is right for you at the present time.

First, I should state there are essentially
four formats. I left out Sony's "U-Matic'"
3/4 inch tape format (all others are 1/2 inch
formats) because "U-Matic" is basically

sive than the 1/2 inch formats,
costing®at ‘least: from -$1,300- on-upl+s Raw
tapes are also prohibitive in price. But if
you want to eventually go into the commer-
cial production end, then "U-Matic'" could
be your machine.

Next came Sony's much advertised and dis-
cussed '"Beta' format and ''Betamax.' But
""Max'" in tape length it was not! Only one
hour could be recorded on the original units.
The more recent units now have two hour
capabilities with the use of two speed func-
tions. And originally, if one desired to make
a timed video recording, that meant the ad-
ditional purchase of an add-on timer! Not so
with the newer ''Betas.'" Everything now is
complete in one unit to simply connect to
your antenna system and television receiver.

Not*%te*“be" ‘outdone by Sony, along came
Japan Victor Corporation (JVC) with sup-

port eventually from Panasonic's parent
Matsushita and voila! Video Home System !
(VHS) The difference? Well, my friend,

tape cassette was smaller. The actual unit
was more compact. And every unit from no
matter what company it was manufactured
by, by licensing agreement from JVC (very
similar to Phillip's original agreement for
the audio cassette) looked like a clone of
each other! So there! A 100% complete for-
mat compatibility! And you can get FOUR
hours of programming on low speed!

Quasar and its parent company Matsushita
(YES! Same as Panasonic) thought if the
other formats were doing so well, then we
could try to do one better. WRONG! Did
you get an incompatibility problem! You
HAD to have a Quasar '"Great Time Machine"
unit to exchange tapes or '"'Sorry Charlie''.
And raw tapes could get hard to find also.

Now, essentially out of the above mentioned
format differences there are other differ-
ences I should mention for the more techni-
cally minded IRC member. The ""U-Matic"
as the name may imply has a''U'" shaped tape
"threading' format. The''Beta' has a scaled
down version mechanical movement of the
"U-Matic'" which is quite good. The "VHS"
format has an '"M' shaped "wrap' (thread -
ing, which is done for you mechanically) and
is designed for very trouble-free operation.
The Quasar format has an '""AlphaScan'' and
appears to look like the Greek letter Alpha.
Unlike the other previously mentioned where
the tape lies within the cassettes, as in the
audio cassettes, the Quasar video cassettes
have the supply reel on top of the take- up
reel of tape.

At present, the big '"video war'' is between
the ""Beta'" and "VHS'" formats and it would
appear that''VHS'""may be winning by a nose!
In these two formats, there are anabundance
of raw tape, and short supplies are being
quickly remedied by the manufacturers and
raw tape people such as TDK. And the
prices of raw tape range from $16 to about
$25, with the $25 being for the 120/240 min-
ute length for "VHS'". But when more people
come into the hobby, the prices are sure to
fall. But don't expect them to fall much be-
low $10! Video tape must be made to more
rigid standards and though audio cassettes
can stand minor dropouts, it could spell
trouble for video signals!
