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ON VIDEO CASSETTE RECORDERS

We've talked so far about ''raw' tape.
Let's discuss prerecorded 'software'' .
Imagine having at your disposal Barbra
Streisand and Walter Matthau in ""Hello
Dolly" toview at anytime you wish! Just
bring out the popcorn popper and you are
all set! That's just one example of pre-
recorded movies you can get. You can
purchase an entire series of Charlie
Chaplin movies, or Elvis or even Lowell
Thomas remembrances. At the present
these software can cost from $49 upwards,
but again it's bound to fall a bit! You
must consider the copyright fees having
to be paid to even buy these features!

And now is a good time to discuss the
LEGAL aspeectrof yideo recording If you
owna video recorder and camera tomake
your own ''tapies', that's all fine and dan-
dy. But if you tape off of the television
tuner within the recorder . BEWARE!
Be familiar with the oft used warning ...
"Unauthorized Programs, Films, Video
Tapes, and Other Materials MAY IN -
FRINGE the Right of Copyright Owners,
and May be Contrary to U.S. Copyright
lianwys! Yo Atsthesmoment ! it hastebeceme
very vague of the legal ownership of a
video cassette recorder, butwith at least
15 manufacturers you can bet there will
be much backing if legal hassles build.

Sony has yet to go to court against MCA/
Universal Studios with their much publi-

cized litigation. But when they do, it
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should prove interesting to see the out-
come as it may affect us in the hobby .
But don't worry atpresent what may nev-
er really materialize! It has been near-
ly two years since the initial presenta -
tion of this case.

Care of your video cassette recorder
is a bit more than your small audio cas-
sette unit. FIRST, don't play with the
video cassette. Dropping it could very
well damage it for life! And NO! DO
NOT touch the actual.surface of the tape.
Body oils can add to the tape dropout
problems you don't need. And splicing
the tape is a '""No-No' too. You risk too
much if you bother the tape other than
insertion and removal from the recorder.

Cleaning the video heads takes extra
special skill. If you don't think you can
do it ... DON'T! Video tape heads don't
even look like any conventional recorder
heads you've seenbefore, and they should
be treated as if they were of glass. Don't
use rubbing alcohol on them as you could
end up with a $100 plus service bill!
Clean them with 100% pure Denatured
Alcohol available from the druggist
(which may require you to fill out a spec-
ial form to do so) or use liquid Freon
(which is muchmore expensive thandena-
turedalcohol). .“Also,. Freanzis highly
volatile, so care is needed in its use!

Clean the heads with a completely lint-
free cloth (a regular chamois may do if
all else fails), and a back and forth,

(Please! NOT Up and Down!) motion,

Clean the Erase and Audio heads as you
usually do, and the tape guides as well.
If you think degaussing is in order, pay
care to not bump it around the two video
heads. Outof aligned video heads should
only be realigned by skilled factory per-
sonnel.

There you have it. This discussion on
video cassette recorders is far from
complete. But if it sparked an interest
that you may have had for some time,
and really didn't know if video was for
you yet, then perhaps it will cause youto
pursue it a lot quicker. Perhaps I'll be
seeing you soon appearon my home tele-
vision screen!

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TAPE-TRIANGLES: A SPINOFF

Last year when I filled out the application
to: foinmitherlRC sl hesitated :a few moments
before listing my interests. I realize now
there was a slight omission, in that no-
where in the six lines allotted to me in the
directory is there a mention of a double R.
This is an honest oversight, since my int-
erest in round-robin tapes has grown since
then. And something better, I think -- tape

triangles (or TT).

First, the few negative points of a robin-
tape: Too many people squeezed onto one
tape, too long for it to make the ''round",
not enough time allotted, too much re-wind-
ing, etc. Triangle-tapes might be some
kind of answer. DBut at the outset, let me
say that I think robin-tapesare great! I am

on two and love being on both!

A triangle- tape is quitée simple. There
are only three people making use of one
cassette - as a contrast, I heard of a robin
using a C-90 with nine members (a total of
10 minutes a person). Triangles can beany
lengthodesired. - I like a C-45,

A quick run-down on how Triangle-tapes
work. Let's name the '""Tripods'" A, B, and
G sFirst, YAV chooses the length of tape he
wants (it's his tape) and makes the getting-
acquainted recording on the complete side
one only. He mails this to "B'" (with side
two blank). "B''listens to side one andthen
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(since "A'" doesn't want to hear himself
again). He returns the tape to.''A',
gets to hear the complete recordings of
both. When he answers, he records ontop
of what "B' said (using side two). 'Round
it goes (but much sooner).

There is never any winding on a T-tape -
when both sides are heard, turn the tape
over and you're ready to record. No more
watching the clock or watching that little
window. They might sound complicated
but they're really not. I have been using
them for years, first with open reel tapes
and now with cassettes.

"Sometimes, " Uncle Homer commented
carefully, "Two friends on tape are better
than having only one friend on tape -'" Then
looking intently at the ceiling, he added
quickly, '""But not always!"
