Do _you wANT Music WITHOUT NOISE?
MIKE STELLA EXPLAINS HOW!

Mike Stella, owner of Sound Pro in Carmel,
had us drooling over the equipment he brought
to the IRC July meeting. Mike explained that
the majority of cubic space in a conventional
speaker system cabinet is used for the low
frequencies below 100 Hz, and that these low
frequencies are not directional in nature --
that is, we cannot tell where a sound below
100 Hz is coming from in a room. If we were
blindfolded and asked to point to the source
of an 80 Hz tone, we wouldn't be able to come
within 40° of its source except by accident.

So - why keep the woofers in the same cabi-
net? Sound Pro has designed and built a Sub-
woofer-Satellite System with the tweeters and
mid-range speakers in small cabinets which
can be hung on the wall with no more effort
than a small framed painting would require,
or placed on a fireplace mantel, above drap-
ery valences, in a shallow bookcase, or al-
most anywhere. The sub-woofer, which is not
directional, can be hidden under a coffee
table, in the ceiling, under the floor, or
many places where it cannot be seen.

This means that at long last, husbands can
have their IDEAL SOUND PLACEMENT without the
risk of divorce from wives who have a taste
for '"proper home decor'. No matter where we
try to place a conventional two cubic foot
speaker in a well decorated home, it sticks
out like a sore thumb, yelling "look at me =--
I'm a hi-fi speaker and | don't belong here''.

But the proof of the pudding is in the eat-
ing = or the hearing in this case. Mike put
a record on a Yamaha record player, fed the
signal through a Yamaha amplifier to a pair
of satellite speakers and subwoofer for a
listening experience the likes of which was
not only exciting but completely unique. The
sound was crystal clear and incredibly life-
Tike. Left to right imaging existed not only
between the speakers, but beyond -- to the
outsides. Mike had us close our eyes and tell
where the sound seemed to be coming from.
Sometimes it seemed to come from the very
sides of the room. Furthermore, there was a
very real front-to-back depth perception
noticeable in the system.

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MUSIC WITHOUT NOISE (CON'T)

When we seemed to be hearing the ultimate
in recorded sound, Mike sprung something else
on us = a dbx encoded record played through a
dbx Recording Technology Series Model 224.

He started the record with the dbx turned off,
and there was the usual record noise before
the music started. Then he started it again
with the dbx turned on, and with the excep-
tion of a click when the stylus touched the
record, there was absolutely no sound until
the music started. One dbx record intention-
ally had an extra long blank space at the
start to demonstrate the complete silence.
